Locate an area of solid ground where you can place your garden lanterns. Holder §

Insert bottom of wrought iron stand into ground. Step and press down on
stabilizer bar to aid in driving stand into ground. Make sure stand is inserted all
the way into ground to the top of stabilizer bar.

NOTE:  Ground can be softened by soaking area with water first.

Step 3
Once stand is firmly in place, hang lantern holder from hook. /
Glass Lantern
Step 4
Place candle in glass lantern. Insert glass lantern in lantern holder.

Step 5
Carefully light candle with a long match or lighter.

 If rust appears on the stands and lantern holder, clean and buff the affected
area with steel wool or fine grit emery cloth. Touch-up with high quality rust
resistant paint.

» To maintain the beauty of your garden lanterns, paint the stand and lantern
holder with high quality rust resistant paint as necessary.
