Connecting and charging

 

The toothbrush is electrically safe
and can be used in the bathroom
without hesitation.

• Plug the charging unit into an 
electrical outlet. Place the handle 
on the charging unit.

• The charge indicator (d) flashes 
while the handle is being charged.
