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Antennas with two sets of leads

Y ou might have two sets of leads from your antenna system, especially if you have one antennafor
VHF signas and one antenna for UHF signals.

If your antenna system has both a coaxial lead and twin 300-ohm leads, you must obtain a combin-
er (available at your local electronics store). Press or screw the coaxial lead onto the combiner; place
the twin leads undernesth the screws on the combiner and tighten the screws. Press the cable from
combiner onto the antenna terminal on the back of your TV.

The contrast setting controls the relation between the light and black areas of the screen. If thelight
aress are too bright and are losing details, pressthe CVOL button; if the pictureis gray and lacks
contragt, pressthe VOL B button.

The brightness settings controls the overall amount of light in the picture. If the picture istoo bright,
pressthe CVOL button; if the pictureistoo dark, pressthe VOL B button.

Sharpness controls how the TV displays edges of objects on-screen. If the TV shows multiple verti-
ca lines at the edges of an object, pressthe CVOL button; if the vertical edges of on-screen objects
are fuzzy, pressthe VOL B button.

The color setting controls the intensity of color. If the color is over-saturated, pressthe CVOL but-
ton; if the color is washed out, pressthe VOL B button.

Thetint setting controls the relationship of red and green in apicture. Tint is especialy noticeablein
flesh tones. If flesh tones seem too red or purple, pressthe VOLB button; if flesh tones are too
green, press the CVOL button.
