® The thickness ,size , type of the cloth will influ-
ence the actual washing capacity. Itis suit-
able to put in reasonable amount of laundries
and the laundries can be turned round in wash-
ing for one time washing.

® Do not select " Max ™ water level for
laundries less than 4.0kg, so as to avoid
splashing of water.

e It is suggested not to use high sudsingdetergent.
