Child Safety

washing machines. Please check your drum before
use.

The glass door becomes very hot during the washing
cycle. Keep children away from the vicinity of the
appliance whilgt it isin operation.

Use

Always unplug the appliance and turn off the water
supply after use.

Do not overload the appliance. See relevant section
in the ingtruction book.

Only wash fabrics which are designed to be machine
washed. If in doubt, consult the care label on the
clothes.

Before washing, ensure that dl pockets are empty
and buttons and zips are fastened. Avoid washing
frayed or torn articles and treat stains such as paint,
ink, rust, and grass before washing. Underwired bras
must NOT be machine washed.

Any objects such as coins, safety pins, nails, screws,
stones or any other hard, sharp materia can cause
extensive damage and must not be placed into the
machine.

Garments which have been in contact with voldtile
petroleum products should not be machine washed.
If volatile cleaning fluids are used, care should be
taken to ensure that the fluid is removed from the
garment before placing in the machine.

Wash smdll items such as socks, laces, washable
belts etc in awashing bag or pillow case asitis
possible for such items to dip down between the tub
and the inner drum.

Only use the advised quantities of fabric softener.
Damage to the fabric can ensue if you over-fill.
Refer to the manufacturer’s recommendations of
quantities.

As some duvets and eiderdowns should be washed
in large commercial machines because of their bulk,
please check with the manufacturer of the item
before washing in adomestic machine.

Leave the porthole door dightly gar between washes
to preserve the door sedl.

Under no circumstances should you attempt to repair
the machine yoursdlf. Repairs carried out by
inexperienced persons may cause injury or serious
malfunctioning.

Your new washing machine meets all modern requirements for effective treatment of laundry
with low water, energy and detergent consumption.

Automatic cooling of the wash water to 60°C
before draining, with the 95°C programme. This
reduces thermal shock to fabrics, helping to prevent
creasing.

The special wool programme with its new delicate
wash system treats your woollens with extreme care.

& Ecological hints

To save water and energy and help protect the
environment, we recommend that you follow these
hints:

Adjust the quantity of detergent according to the
hardness of your water supply, the amount of
laundry and the degree of soiling.

A programme without prewash is sufficient for
normaly soiled laundry.

The machine works more economicaly if it isfully
loaded.

With adequate pre-treatment, stains and limited
soiling can be removed; the laundry can then be
washed at alower temperature, SO saving energy.

Important

Your machine is fitted with a balance control device, which ensures the machine is stable during the spin.

If the wash load appears not to have been spun sufficiently at the end of the wash cycle, because it is not evenly
distributed in the drum, the balance control device may have operated. It will therefore be necessary to redistribute the
wash load manually and select a spin programme. For more detailed information see the section headed " Something
Not Working".

This light illuminates when the machine starts working
and goes out when the ON/OFF button is released.

3 On/Off button

Bleach is very corrosive; it should be used with care
and kept out of reach of children.

Some stains such as fruit, wine, grass, rust etc. are
difficult to remove and should be treated before
washing with specific products, which can be found
in most household shops. In some casesit may help
to soak the stain before washing with a specid pre-
soak product or biologica detergent.

Only wool marked “Pure New Wool - washable,
preshrunk” can be washed in the machine using the
wool programme; other types of wool should be
washed by hand or dry cleaned.

If you have used the machine to wash, rinse or spin
only non-colour fast garments, there may be dye left
in the sump. To ensure any subsequent wash is not
contaminated with the dye, sdect and carry out a
rinse and spin programme, without any garments, to
ensure that any dye is removed from the sump.

Once you have finished using the machine, you are
advised to unplug it and turn off the water taps.



Which detergent?....

To ensure you obtain the best wash results from your
appliance, it isimportant to use the right detergent in
your everyday wash, and only detergents recommended
for usein automatic machines.

To maintain the appearance of your clothes and
household textiles and to make them last longer you
should use different types of detergent for different
washes, whether for whites, colours or ddlicates.

Not only are there different types of detergent, but they
are dso available in different forms. Whether you chose
apowder or liquid in traditional or compact formis
your own personal choice.

TRADITIONAL POWDERS

Pour the powder directly into the dispenser drawer. Do
not sprinkle powder onto clothes in the machine drum.

TRADITIONAL LIQUIDS

Liquid can be placed in the main wash compartment of
the detergent drawer marked with the symbol L, start
the machine immediately upon placing the detergent in
the dispenser drawer.

Alternatively the detergent is measured into the
specialy designed dosing device* which should be
placed on tap of the laundry, and at the back of the
meachine drum.

COMPACT POWDERS AND LIQUIDS

Compact detergents (or concentrates asthey are dso
known) are available in liquid or powder form, and
generaly require asmaller dosage. Follow the
manufacturer’s ingtructions to ensure the most
economical usage. Pour the detergent directly into the
dispenser drawer, or dternatively measure the detergent
into the specialy designed dosing device* which
should be placed on top of the laundry, and at the back
of the machine drum.

* If you use a dosing device in a washer dryer,
please ensure the dosing device/ball is removed
before carrying out a drying programme.

FABRIC CONDITIONERS

These areided for improving ‘ softness’, and also
reduce dtatic cling on synthetics and make ironing
easier. They are available in two types.

For example Lenor liquid fabric
softener, for use in the washing
machine/washer dryer. The
liquid fabric softener should be
poured into the compartment
marked with the symbol €8.
Follow the manufacturer’s dosage
ingtructions and never exceed the
MAX levdl.

Bounce conditioning sheets for use

Maintenance and Cleaning

Before any maintenance or cleaning is carried out you
must DISCONNECT the appliance from the dectricity

supply.

Descaling

The water we use normally containslime. It isagood
ideato periodicaly use awater softening powder in the
machine. Do this separately from any laundry washing,
and according to the softening powder manufacturer's
ingtructions. Thiswill help to prevent the formation of
lime depodts.

After each wash

Leave the door apen for awhile. This helpsto prevent
mould and stagnant smells forming inside the appliance.
Keeping the door open after awash will also help to
preserve the door sedl.

External cleaning

Clean the exterior cabinet of the appliance with soap
and water only, and then dry thoroughly.

Cleaning the dispenser drawer

From time to time the washing powder and additive
dispenser drawer should be cleaned.

Remove the drawer by pressing the catch downwards
and by pulling it out. Flush it out under atap, to remove
any traces of accumulated powder.

To aid cleaning, the top part of the additive
compartment should be removed.

Cleaning the filter

The water drain filter

A clean filter isimportant for the correct operating of
the machine, and should therefore be cleaned after every
washing programme.

Open the filter door and place a container undernesth to
catch any spillage. If thefilter is blocked and the
machine is unable to drain you will need to drain the
water manually from the machine at this stage. To do
this, unhook the drain hose from the standpipe or sink
and hold the end of the hose over abowl on the floor.
The water should drain by gravity into the bowl. When
the bowl isfull, hook the hose back up and empty the
bowl. Repeat the procedure until water stops flowing
Out.

Something Not Working

Certain problems are due to lack of smple maintenance or oversights, which can be solved easily without calling out
an engineer. Before contacting your local Electrolux Service Force Centre, please carry out the checks listed below.
IMPORTANT: if you call out an engineer to a fault listed below, or to repair a fault caused by incorrect use or
installation, a charge will be made even if the appliance is under guarantee.

Symptom

Possible causes

The machine does not start

The door has not been closed.

The plug is not properly inserted in the power socket.
Thereis no supply at the socket

The main fuse or the fuse in the plug has blown.

The sdlector dia is not correctly positioned.

The ON/OFF button has not been depressed.

The machine does not fill

Ensure the water taps are open.
Thefiltersin the inlet hoses are blocked.
The inlet hoses may be squashed or kinked.
The door has not been closed.

The machine fills then empties
immediately

The end of the drain hose is too low.
The end of the drain hose is submerged in water.
Thereis no vent in the end of the drain hose.

The machine does not empty and/or
does not spin

The drain hose may be squashed or kinked.

The RINSE HOLD option has been sdlected.

The drain filter may be blocked.

The drain hose extension, if fitted, is not correct. Follow the
ingtructions for connecting to the waste.

The drainage system pipes are blocked.

The wash load is unbalanced: redistribute the clothes inside the drum to
alow the machine to spin.

There is water on the floor

Too much detergent or unsuitable detergent has been used (crestes too
much foam).

Check whether there are any leaks from one of the inlet hose(s) fittings.
It is not always easy to see this as the water runs down the hose; check
to seeif it isdamp.

The drain hose may be damaged or not securely positioned.

The detergent dispenser drawer or recess is clogged.

The drainage system pipes are blocked.

Unsatisfactory washing results

Too little detergent or unsuitable detergent has been used. An
insufficient amount of detergent leaves the laundry looking grey and
causes lime scale to form.

Stubborn stains have not been treated prior to washing

The correct wash programme has not been selected.

Too much laundry has been placed in the drum.

The machine vibrates when spinning

Theinterna packing has not been removed.

The machineisin contact with the wall or furniture.
The machineis not stable and level (check diagonaly).
The washing load is badly distributed in the drum.
Maybe there is very little laundry in the drum.
