ALWAYS store detergent, laundry
aids and other materialsina
cool, dry place where children
can't reach them — in a locked
ALWAYS read and follow instruc-
tions on packages of detergent
and laundry aids — especially
warnings and precautions.

. chlorine bleach isused in the
same wash as ammonia oracids

such as vinegar or rust remover.

DO NOT machine wash glass
fiber materials. Small particles
can stick to fabrics washed in
following loads and cause skin
irritation.

SPECIAL CAUTION: If hot water
has not been used recently (usu-
ally two weeks or longer), flam-

mable hydrogen gases may build

up in the water heater and hot
water pipes. To prevent injury or
damage, turn on all hot water
faucets and allow water to run
for several minutes. This will
allow gases to escape. Do not
smoke or use any open filame
near the faucet while itis open.

What happens in each cycle”

Each cycle has been designed for different kinds of tabrics. Numbers on the

dial in each cycle are the minutes of WASH agitation time.

When the Cycle Control Knob is set to a number and pulled out, the washer
fills before agitation and timing starts. After agitation starts, the knob turns clock-
wise until it points to OFF and the cycle ends.

Caring for your washer

the pressure off the water inlet valve
and hoses.

REMOVE SHARP OBJECTS such as pins,
buckles, etc., from clothes before
washing. Close metal zippers.
