What happens in each cycle* 
Each cycle has different agitation and spin speeds designed for different 

kinds of fabrics, Numbers on the dial in each cycle are the minutes of WASH 
agitation time. 

When the Cycle Control Knob is set to a number and pulled out, the washer 
fills before agitation and timing starts. After agitation starts, the knob turns clock- 
wise until it points to OFF and the cycle ends- 

HEAVY Cycle 
A cycle for sturdily con- 
structed fabrics that are 
heavily soiled. 

REGULAR Cycle 

A cycle for sturdily con- 
structed fabrics that are 
moderately to lightly 
soiled. 

PERMANENT PRESS NORMAL Cycle

synthetic fabrics that are 
moderately soiled. The 
coot down rinse helps 
keep wrinkles from setting 
into these items.

For a rinse and spin For a drain and spin 
You may need an extra rinse and 

spin for heavily soiled loads which 
need more detergent. (Extra de- 
tergent can require an extra rinse.)

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Caring for your w rasher 

WHEN NOT WASHING, keep both 
water faucets turned off. This takes 
the pressure off the water inlet valve 
and hoses. 

REMOVE SHARP OBJECTS such as pins, 
buckles, etc., from clothes before 
washing. Close metal zippers. 

AFTER WASHING, use a soft dry cloth 
to wipe the outside and inside dry. 
Leave the lid up until the basket is dr! 
Wipe up spills right away. Spills con 
dull or damaae the finish. 

SHARP OR HEAVY OBJECTS should 
never be put on or in the washer. 
Check pockets for bolts. nuts. 
tools, etc.

ing during wash and rinse cycles.
