For best washing results and
energy savings, sortthe laundry
carefully.

1. Sort the Laundry into Loads.

e Group the laundry info loads that
can be washed and dried together.
See the Laundry Guide for informa-
tion and samples of typical loads.

e Try to mix large and small items for
best movement in the washer.

2. Measure Detergent; Add to
Washer Basket.

e See detergent intormation on page
6 and in Section IV of the Laundry
Guide.

e Add dry bleach or water condi-
tioner (not fabric softener) if used.
Follow the package directions
carefully.

3. Load the Washer.

e Spread the load evenly. (Don't put
all the towels on one side and a few
wash cloths on the other) An unbai-
anced load can cause the washerto
shake during spinning

Inthe PERMANENT PRESS Cycle
part of the wash water is drained
away (with part of the detergent).
Then the washer fills again with cold
water. This helps keep permanent

To Re-Use Wash Water

To pump the used wash water
back into the washer, push in the
Cycle Control Krob. Turn it to the right

(ciockwise) so it points to SUDS just
before the time numbers in the REGU-
LAR HEAVY Cycle.

Pull the Control Knob out. The
washer will starf pumping the used
water into the basket. About an inch
of water will stay in the storage tub
This water will contain most of the soil
that settles out.

When the washer is finished
pumping, fresh water will finish filling
the basket 10 the selected level.

When the washer stops filling,
rush e Cycle Control Knob in. Add
about half the recommended amourit
of getergent. (See page 6.)
