SPECIAL CAUTION: If hot water
has not been used recently (usu-
ally two weeks orlonger), explo-
sive hydrogen gases may build
up in the water heater and hot
water pipes. To prevent injury or
damage, turn on all hot water
faucets and aliow water to run
for several minutes. This will
allow gases fo escape. Do not
smoke or use any open flame
near the faucet while it is open.

Liquid bleach dispenser

Always measure bleach. Do not
guess. Foliow directions on the bottie
forthe amountto use. Never use
more than 1 cup (250 mL) for a full
load. Use less with lower water level
seftings. Use a cup with a pouring
spoutto avoid spilling.

Cleaning the lint filter

Waterruns through the lint filter
wheneverthe washer agitates.
Check it often to make sure it'sclean
and is filtering at its best

Toremove it for cleaning, press the
release and pull straight out. Instruc-
tions for cleaning are printed on the
bottom of the filter.

1. Load the washer first.

2. Pour measured bleach carefully
into dispenser. DO NOT let bieach
splash, drip or run down into the
washer basket. Undiluted bleach

will damage any fabric it touches.

3. Startthe washer.Bleach will be
diluted automatically during the
wash part ofthe cycle.

SUDS-MISER' System

Your washer has the SUDS-MISER ™ System. It has two drain hoses.
One hose moves a portion of used wash water into a storage tub
and moves it back into the washer for use during the next wash.
The other hose carries water to another tub with an open drain, or

to a standpipe drain.

If you do not want to re-use wash water for a load, leave the
stopper out of the storage tub so the water drains away.

The SUDS-MISER® System stores a portion of the wash water.

If you have a storage tub big enough to hold 25 gallons (95
liters) of water, you can have a qualified installer convert your

washer to save more of the water.

The SUDS-MISER System
does not save rinse water from any cycle, nor does it save wash
water from the PERMANENT PRESS Cycle.

To re-use wash water
