When climbing anincline, try to keep your power chair moving. If you must stop, start up again dowly and then accelerate
cautiously.

Braking Information

B Regenerative— usesédectricity torapidly dow thevehiclewhen thejoystick returnsto the center/stop position.

B DiscPark Brake— activatesmechanically after regenerative braking dowsthe vehicleto near stop, or when power is
removed from the system for any reason.

Cornering Information

Whileyour power chair isequipped with rear caster wheel sand front anti-tip wheel s, excessively high cornering speeds
can still createthe possibility of tipping. Factorswhich affect the possibility of tipping include, but are not limited to:
cornering speed, steering angle (how sharply you areturning), uneven road surfaces, inclined road surfaces, riding froman
areaof low traction to an areaof high traction (such as passing from agrassy areato apaved area—especialy at high
speed whileturning), and abrupt directional changes. High cornering speeds are not recommended. If you fedl that you
may tip over inacorner, reduce your speed and steering angle (i.e., lessen the sharpness of the turn) to prevent your
power chair from tipping.

Lift/Elevation Products

tion. Priderecommendsthat you closely review theinstructions, specifications, and safety information set forth by the
manufacturer of thelift/elevation product before using that product.

Motor Vehicle Transport
Priderecommendsthat you do not remain seated in your power chair whiletravelinginamotor vehicle. The power chair
should be stowed inthetrunk of acar or inthe back of atruck or van with the batteriesremoved and properly secured.

Seat Installation

It may be necessary toinstall the seat either prior toinitial
operation or after transporting your power chair. Most seats
areattached to the power basewith the Universal Mounting
System (UMYS). The UM Sconsistsof universal partsthat
may be attached to any medium-back or high-back seat,
regardless of seat width or seat depth. The two main
componentsare al uminum extrusions mounted to the seat
base.

BATTERIES AND CHARGING

Your Pride Power Chair usestwo long-lasting, 12-volt, deep-cycle batteries. These batteries are seal ed and maintenance
free. Sincethey areseded, thereisno need to check the e ectrolyte (fluid) level . Degp-cyclebatteriesaredesigned to handle
alonger and deeper discharge. Though they aresmilar in gppearanceto automotive batteries, they arenot interchangeable.
Automotive batteriesare not designed to handlealong, deep discharge, and dso areunsafefor usein power chairs.

WARNING! Battery posts, terminals, and related accessories contain lead and lead compounds.
Wash hands after handling.

A/\ WARNING! Prevent injury and/or equipment damage! Do not use batteries that exceed the
recommended type and amp-hour capacity. Do not use batteries with different amp-hour capacities.

Refer to specifications table in this manual and in the manual supplied with the battery charger
for recommended type and capacities.

Charging the Batteries
Thebattery charger isessentia inproviding long lifefor your power chair batteries. It isdesigned to optimize your power
chair’ sperformance by charging the batteries safely, quickly, and eesily.

PROHIBITED! Removal of grounding prong can create electrical hazard. If necessary, properly
install an approved 3-pronged adapter to an electrical outlet having 2-pronged plug access. Failure
to heed could result in personal injury and/or property damage.

PROHIBITED! Never use an extension cord to plug in your battery charger. Plug the charger directly
into a properly wired standard electrical outlet.

WARNING! You must recharge your power chair’s batteries with the supplied charger. Do not use
an automotive-type battery charger.

Read the battery charging instructions in
this manual and in the manual supplied with the battery charger before charging the batteries.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs)

How doesthechar ger work?

Thebattery charger takesthe standard wall outlet voltage (alternating current) and convertsit to 24 VDC (direct current).
The power chair batteriesusedirect current to run your power chair. When the battery voltageislow, the charger works
harder to chargethe battery. Asthe battery voltage approachesfull charge, the charger doesn’t work ashard to complete
the charging cycle. When the battery isfully charged, the amperage from the charger isnearly at zero. Thisishow the
charger maintainsacharge but does not overchargethe battery.

Can | useadifferent battery charger ?
You should usethe charger supplied with the power chair. It isthe safest, most efficient tool to charge the batteries. We do
not recommend using other typesof chargers(e.g., an automotive battery charger).

NOTE: Your power chair’s charger will not operate after the batteries have been discharged to nearly zero
voltage. If this happens, call your authorized Pride Provider for assistance.

Many factorscomeinto play when deciding how often to chargethe batteries. You may useyour power chair all day ona
daily basisor you may not useit for weeksat atime.

Your power chair will beready each morning to giveyou a full day’sservice. Itisrecommended that you chargethe
batteries81to 14 hours after daily use.

B InfregquentUse
If you useyour power chair infrequently (onceaweek or less), you should chargethe batteriesat | east once per week
for 12to 14 hours.

NOTE: Keep your batteries fully charged and avoid deeply discharging your batteries. Do not charge the
batteries for more than 24 hours at a charging cycle.

How can | get maximum rangeor distanceper charge?

Rardly doyou haveanided driving Stuation such assmooth, flat, hard terrain with nowind, hills, or curves. Moreoften you
arepresented with hills, sdewalk cracks, uneven and loosely packed surfaces, curves, and wind. All of thesefactorswill
affect thedistance or running time per battery charge. Below areafew suggestionsfor obtai ning the maximum range per
charge:

B Alwayschargethebatteriesfully prior toyour trip.

B Panyourtripinadvanceto avoidinclinesif possible.

B Limitbaggageweight to essentid items.

B Trytomantainaneven speed and avoid stop-and-go driving.

What type of batteriesshould | use?
We recommend deep-cycle batteries that are sealed and maintenance free. Both AGM and Gel-Cell are deep-cycle
batteriesthat are smilar in performance. Refer to the specificationstablefor morebattery information.

WARNING! Corrosive chemicals contained in batteries. Use only AGM or Gel-Cell batteries to
reduce the risk of leakage or explosive conditions.

Why domy new batteriesseem weak ?

Deep-cyclebatteriesemploy amuch different chemica technology than that usedin car batteries, nickel-cadmium (nicads),
or in other common battery types. Deep-cycle batteries are specifically designed to provide power, drain down their
charge, and then accept arelatively quick recharge. AGM and Gel-Cell batteries should be charged asoften aspossible.
They do not havea” memory” like nickel-cadmium batteries.

Wework closely with our battery manufacturer to provide abattery that best suitsyour power chair’ s specific demands.
Fresh batteriesarriveregularly at Pride and are promptly shipped withafull charge. During shipping, the batteriesencoun-
ter temperature extremesthat may influenceinitia performance. Heat robsthe charge from the battery, and cold dowsthe
power avail able and extendsthe time needed to recharge the battery (just aswith acar battery).
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VIi. BATTERIES AND CHARGING

It might take afew daysfor thetemperature of the battery to stabilize and adjust to its new ambient temperature. More
importantly, it will takeafew “charging cycles’ (apartia drain— thenafull recharge) to establish thecritical chemical
ba ancethat isessentia to the battery’speak performanceand long life. It will bewell worthit to takethetimeto break in
your battery properly.

NOTE: The useful life of a battery is quite often a reflection of the care it receives.

How can | ensuremaximum battery life?

A fully charged deep-cycle battery will providereiable performance and extended battery life. Keep your power chair’'s
batteriesfully charged whenever possible. Batteriesthat areregularly and deeply discharged, infrequently charged, or
stored without afull charge may be permanently damaged, causing unreliable power chair operationand limited battery life.

How should | storemy power chair and itsbatteries?
If you do not useyour power chair regularly, we recommend maintaining battery vitality by charging the batteriesat |east
once per week.

If you do not plan on using your power chair for an extended period, fully charge the batteries prior to storage. Disconnect
the battery harnessesand storethe power chair inawarm, dry environment. Avoid temperature extremes, such asfreezing
and excessively hot conditions, and never attempt to charge afrozen battery. A cold or frozen battery should bewarmed
for severd daysprior torecharging.

What about publictransportation?

AGM and Gel-Céll batteriesare designed for applicationin power chairsand other mobility vehicles. Thesebatteriesare
Federd AviationAdminigtration (FAA) approved, alowing safetransportation on aircraft, buses, andtrains, asthereisno
danger of spillage or leakage. We suggest you contact the carrier’sticket counter in advanceto determinethat carrier’s
gpecificrequirements.

What about shipping?
If youwishto useafreight company to ship your power chair to your final destination, repack your power chair inthe
original shipping container and ship the batteriesin separate boxes.

Your Pride Power Chair isasophisticated device. Likeany motorized vehicle, it requiresroutine mai ntenance checks. You
can perform some of these checks, but othersrequire assistance from your authorized Pride Provider. Preventive mainte-
nanceisvery important. If you follow the maintenance checksin this section as schedul ed, you can hel p ensure that your
power chair givesyou yearsof trouble-free operation. If you have any doubt asto your power chair’scare or operation,
contact your authorized Pride Provider.

WARNING! Prevent injury. Do not service the power chair when the seat is occupied.

Your power chair, like most electrical equipment, is susceptibleto damage from the elements. Avoid damp areas of
any kind.

Avoid prolonged exposure of your power chair to extreme conditions, such asheat, cold, or moisture.
Keepthecontroller clean.

Check al connectorsto ensurethat they areall tight and secured properly.
Makesurethedrivetiresareinflated to 35 ps (2.4 bar) if equipped with pneumatictires.

/f\ WARNING! Overinflating tires can cause them to explode and can result in personal injury.
WARNING! Do not use a high pressure hose to inflate your tires.

B Usearubber conditioner onthetiresidewallsto help preservethem.

WARNING! Never use a rubber conditioner on the tread area of the tires; doing so may make the
tires slippery and cause your power chair to skid.

B Thebody shroud hasbeen sprayed with aclear sealant coating. You can apply alight coat of car wax to helpit retain
itshigh-gloss appearance.
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B Check all ectrical connections. Make surethey aretight and are not corroded.
B All whed bearingsare prelubricated and sealed. They require no subsequent lubrication.

Daily Checks

B Withthecontroller turned off, check thejoystick. Make sureit isnot bent or damaged and that it returnsto the neutral
position when you rel easeit. Check the rubber boot around the base of thejoystick for damage. Visually inspect the
boot. Do not handleor try torepair it. See your authorized Pride Provider if thereisaproblem.

B Visudly inspect thecontroller cable. Makesurethat itisnot frayed, cut, or hasany wiresexposed. Seeyour authorized
PrideProvider if thereisaproblem.

B Check for flat spotson solid tires. Flat spotscould adversely affect stability.

Weekly Checks

B Disconnect andinspect the controller battery door. Look for corrosion. Contact your authorized Pride Provider if
necessary.

B Ensurethat dl partsof the controller system are securely fastened to your power chair. Do not overtighten any screws.

B Check for proper tireinflation. Thereshould be 35 ps (2.4 bar) ineachtire(if equipped with pneumatictires). If atire
doesnot hold air, seeyour authorized Pride Provider for replacement of thetube.

B Cdibratethejoystick if anoticeabledifferencein performanceisdetected or if thejoystick doesnot operate properly.
To calibratethejoystick, power off the unit, placethejoystick in theneutral position, and power theunit back on. If a
problem still existswith your joystick’s performance, contact your authorized Pride Provider

B Check thebrakes. Thistest should be carried out onalevel surfacewith at least threefeet of clearance around your
power chair.

To check the brakes:

1. Turnonthecontroller and turn down the speed level of your power chair.

2. After onesecond, check the battery condition meter. Make surethat it remainson.

3. Sowly pushthejoystick forward until you hear the el ectromagnetic brakesclick. Immediately releasethejoystick. You
must be ableto hear each el ectromagneti c brake operating within afew seconds of joystick movement. Repest thistest
threetimes, pushing thejoystick backward, then |eft, and thenright.

Monthly Checks

B Check that theanti-tip wheelsdo not rub the ground when you operatethe power chair. Adjust them asnecessary. See
V. “Comfort Adjustments.”

Check for extremewear on the anti-tip wheels. Replace them as necessary.

Check for drivetirewear. Seeyour authorized Pride Provider for repair.

Check the caster wheelsfor wear. Replace them as necessary.

Check the caster forksfor damage or fluttering whichindicatesthat they may need to be adjusted or have the bearings
replaced. Seeyour authorized Pride Provider for repair.

B Keepyour power chair clean and free of foreign material, suchasmud, dirt, hair, food, drink, etc.

Yearly Checks
Takeyour power chair toyour authorized Pride Provider for yearly maintenance. Thishel psensurethat your power chair
isfunctioning properly and helpsprevent future complications.
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Storage
Your power chair should bestored inadry place, freefrom temperature extremes. When storing, disconnect the batteries
fromthe power chair. See V1. “Batteriesand Charging.”

WARNING! If you fail to store the unit properly, the frame can rust and the electronics can be
damaged.

Disposal of Your Power Chair

Your power chair must be disposed of according to applicableloca and nationa statutory regulations. Contact your local
waste disposal agency or Quantum Rehab Specidist for information on proper disposal of power chair packaging, metal
frame components, plastic components, el ectronics, and batteries.
