OPERATING YOUR APPLIANCE

> Temperature Control

* Your appliance has only one control for regulating the temperature in the fresh food
compartment. The temperature control is focated on the upper right hand side of the
fresh food section.

* The freezer compartment temperature is preset and can not be controlled by the
thermostat.

* The first time you tum the unit on set the temperaturs controf to “6”.

* The range of the temperature control is from position“1” the warmest to  “8” the
coldest. After 24 to 48 hours, adjust the temperature control to the setting that best
suitss your needs. The setting of “4” should be comect for home or office appliance
use.

* To tum the appliance off, tum the temperature control to“OFF".

NOTE:

* Tuming the temperature control to“QFF” position stops the cooling cycle but does
not shut off the power to the appliance.

¢ If the unit is unplugged, power lost, or tumed off; you must wait 3 to 5 minutes
before restarting the unit. If you attempt to restart before this time delay, the ap-
pliance will not start.

»> Temperature inside the refrigerator.

The temperature inside the refrigerator may vary according to the frequency of door
opening and/or amount of food.

» Defrosting Your Appliance

¢ When?For the most efficient operation and minimum energy consumption, defrost the
appliance compartment when the frost on the appliance walls is oxcessive or 1/4
inch thick.

* How?

* Remove the frozen food from the appliance and place it in a cooler to protect the food.,

» Set the thermostat dial to “OFF" and then wait 30 — 40 minutes.

* Keep drip tray in place. Defrosting usually takes a few hours.

* After defrosting, empty water from drip tray and retum the thermostat dial to the desired
position.

> Using Your Ice Cube Tray
For your ice requirements , fill approximately 3/4 of the tray after washing it .

* The ice cube tray needs to be set on the fioor of the freezer to freeze properly.

* To sject the ice cubes from the tray , place over the ice bucket upside down and twist
stightly.




¥ Evaporator Drip Tray

* The drip tray is located on the top of the compressor in the rear of the unit. It can be
easily removed by pulling the handle forward. When placing it on drip tray hole insert it
horizontally as shown below.

¢ If not properly installed, defrosted water can enter into the Compressor causing dam-
age.

»> CHANGING THE LIGHT BULB

Before removing the light buib, elther unplug the refrigerator or disconnect the electricity
leading into the refrigerator at the main power supply. Failure to do so could resuft in
electrical shock ar personal injury.

* Take the items off the shelf and remove the shelf. Thers is an opening in the bottom of
the themostat contral in the back. .

¢ Reach into the hole and unscrew the bulb.

* Replace with a 15 walt — refrigerator bulb that is the same shape and size.

* Roplaca the shelf and any itemns you may have praviously removed.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

J> Cleaning Your Appliance

* Tum the temperature control t6“OFF”, unplug the appliance, and remove the food,
shelves, and trays.

* Wash the inside with a warm water and baking soda sofution. The solution should be
about 2 tablespoons of baking soda to a quart of water.

* Wash the shelves and trays with a mild detergent solution,
