« For items that may wrinkle, use 'LOW
SPIN'in wash and ‘Delicates Dry’

« After washing, shake out LARGE
ITEMS (pants, sheets, etc.) Loosely
fold them and place them back in the
drum.Then dry them.

« For mixed loads, set a shorter dry time
and remove items that may wrinkle
while still damp (dress shirts, etc.)
Hand press and hang them. Continue
drying the rest (underwear, towels, etc.)

« DON'T OVERDRY LAUNDRY. A certain
amount of moisture is what makes
fabrics soft and fluffy.
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
