What happens in each cycle®

Each cycle has different agitation and spin speeds designed for different
kinds of fabrics.

When the Cycle Control Knob is set to a mark and pulled out, the washer fills
before agitation and timing starts. After agitation starts, the knob turns clockwise
until it points to OFF and the cycle ends.

Cleaning the lint filter

Ctean filter after every load for best
filtering results. Note: The load type
will vary the amount of lint build-up.

To clean:

¢ Lift off the agitator barrel.

¢ Wash or wipe the filter cleanin the
bottom of the agitator barrel. The
filter is not removable.

¢ Replace the agitator barrel and
snap into place.

Liquid bleach dispenser

Always measure bleach. Do not
guess. Never use more than1 cup
(250 mL) for a full load. Use less with
lower water level settings. Follow
directions on bottle for safe use. Use
a cup with a pouring spout to avoid
spilling.

1. Load the washer first.

2. Pour measured bleach carefully
intfo dispenser. DO NOT let bleach
splash, drip or run down into the
washer basket. Undiluted bleach
will damage any fabric it touches.

3. Startthe washer.Bleach will be
diluted automatically during the
wash partotthe cycle.

Caring for your washer

WHEN NOT WASHING, keep both
water faucets turned off. This takes
the pressure off the water inletf valve
and hoses.

REMOVE SHARP OBJECTS such as pins,
buckles, etc., from clothes before
washing.
