Read these Laundry Instructions for important use and satety
information before using your washer.

NEVER wash items cleaned, washed,
soaked in or spotted with wax, paint,
gasoline, or flammable fluids in the
washer. The fumes can create a FIRE
HAZARD or EXPLOSION. ALWAYS
hand launder and airdry fabrics con-
taining these materials.

NEVER allow childrento operate, play
with, or crawl inside the washer. Close
supervision of children is necessary
when the washer is used near children.
When discarding an old washer,
ALWAYS remove the lid to prevent
accidental entrapment.

NEVER put your hands into the washer
until all motion stops. If the lid is
opened while the basket is spinning,
the basket will automatically stop in
a few seconds.

DO NOT tamper with controls.

NEVER use or store flammable fluids
(dry-cleaning solvents, gasoline, ker-
osene) in or near your washer. Do not
add flammable fluids to the wash
water. These substances give off va-
pors that can create a FIRE HAZARD
or EXPLOSION.

WARNING: If hot water has not been
used recently (usually two weeks or
longer), hydrogen gases may build
up in the water heater and the hot
water pipes.

After agitation starts, the knob turns

clockwise until it points to OFF and the cycle ends.

Liquid bleach dispenser

Always measure bleach. Do not
guess. Never use more than 1cup
(250 mL) for a full load. Use less with
lower water level settings. Follow
directions on bottle for safe use. Use
a cup with a pouring spout to avoid

spilling.

1. Load the washer first.

2. Pour measured bleach carefully
into dispenser. DO NOT let bleach
splash, drip or un down into the
washer basket. UndHuted bleach
wlil damage any fabric it touches.

3. Start the washer. Bleach will be
diluted automatically during the
wash part of the cycle.

Cleaning the lint filter

Clean filter after every load for
best filtering results. NOTE: The load
type will vary the amount of lint
bulld-up.

To clean:

1. Lift off the agitator barrel.

2. Wash or wipe the filter clean in the
bottom of the agitator barrel. The
filter is not removable.

3. Replace the agitator barrel and
snap into place.
