Be sure to measure and add detergent, then place a sorted bad in the washer 

1. Select a load aloe 
l Position the Load Size Selector al the 

setting that describes the size of bad 
you want to wash.

items) and EX LARGE (a full bad). 

l To change the water level after the 
washer has started to fill, slide the 
selector to RESET, then to the 
desired water level.
