least wrinkling 
5. Add Diluted Fabric Softener Only 
to the Deep Rinse Cycle.

Important 
Detergent 
lnfortiation 

Detergents and soaps clean 
by loosening ~011. and by holding It In 
the water so I+ drains away. If not 
enough detergent IS used, so11 and 
lint con settle back on the items in 
the load. 

SOAP works best in soft water 
(O-4 grains hardnessj In horder water, 
both the wash and rinse water should 
be softened Jse enough soap to 
make about I’ 2 to 2 Inches (3.8 to 5 5 
cm) of suds. 

DETERGENT works in hard or 
soft M/oter Package directions ore 
usually base0 c?rl so!’ water and 

washers with normal-size tubs Use 
more detergent... 

1 for hard water 
2 for heavv greasy or 
OIIV SOlIS 
3 If the detergent IS low 
phosphate 
4 for cold-water washes 
DETERGENT SUDS. There ore 

high, normal and low sudsing pow- 
dered detergents. If the recom- 
mended amount of detergent makes 
too much suds, switch to a lower 
sudslng brand. DO NOT REDUCE THE

‘iour washer can be set to rinse 
only IJse the setting for an extra rinse, or 
for laurldry that only needs a rinse and 
spin 

There IS an asterlsk( ) just after 
the numbers in PERMANENT PRESS, 
NORMAL and SHORT Push In on the 
Cycle Control Knob, turn the dial to the 
right (clockwlse) unttl the indicator 
points to one of those asterisks and pull 
the Control Knob out The washer will fill, 
agitate, drain and spin. 

For Spinning Only 
There may be times when you 

want to drain out all the wash water and 
start over. To stop the washer at any 
time, just push in on the Cycle Control 
Knob 

To set the washer so it drains and 
spins water out of the load, push in on 
the Control Knob, turn the dial to the 
right [clockwise] so the indlcatoc points 
at the spot just before OFF in any cycle 

Pull the Control Knob out The 
washer WIII drain, spin out water and 
stop
