Direct wire

The dryer can be connected directly to the
fused, disconnect or circuit breaker box with
two-wire or three-wire flexible, armored or
non-metallic sheathed copper cable (with
earthing wire). Do Not use two-wire with
bare earthing wire. All current carrying wires
must be insulated.

A conduit connector must be installed at the
junction box. USE ONLY 10-GAUGE SOLID
COPPER WIRE. DO NOT USE ALUMINUM WIRE.
Allow four feet of slack in the line so the
dryer can be moved if servicing is ever
necessary.

Allow as much room as possible when using
elbows or making turns. Bend duct gradually
to avoid kinking. Remove excess flexible
duct to avoid sagging and kinking that may
result in reduced air flow.

The exhaust duct can
be routed up, down,
left, right or straight out
the back of the
washer/dryer. Space
requirements are
provided on Panel E
and on the rear panel
of the washer/dryer. Use
the straightest path
possible to avoid 90°
turns.

The maximum length using a 2" x 6" rectangular
duct with 2 elbows and a 2-1/2" (TYPE C) exhaust
hoodis 8 ft (2.4 m).

For exhaust configurations other than those
listed in chart the back pressure MUST not
exceed 0.2 inches water column at the back
of the washer/dryer. The back pressure should
be checked by a qudiified technician.

For exhaust systems not covered by the
exhaust length chart, check with your dealer
or distributor for information.

Service check: The back pressure in any
exhaust system used must not exceed
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inclined manometer at the point that the
exhaust duct connects to the dryer.

Exhausting the dryer outside is recommended.
