1.1 Before you begin

1.2 Control elements

1.2.1 Front panel

Please ensure that your BX108 is set to the correct supply
voltage before you connect the unit to the AC power system!
Three triangular markings can be found on the fuse holder at the AC
power connection socket. Two of these three triangles will be aligned
with one another. The BX108 is set to the operating voltage shown
next to these markings and can be switched over by twisting the
fuse holder by 180°. IMPORTANT: This does not apply to export
models designed only for 115V ~!
Please ensure sufficient air circulation around the unit and do not
place the BX108 close to a radiator or other heating system, so as to
avoid overheating.
QO Please note that all units must have a proper ground
connection. For your own safety, never remove or disable
the ground conductor of the unit or of the AC power cable.
