9 Do not attempt to modify this DV in anyway. This may cause a fire, electronic shock or 
severe damage to the DV. 

10 Please do not use this product in close proximity to flammable or explosive gases as 
this could increase the risk of explosion. 

11 Do not swallow batteries or small DV accessories. 

12 Do not insert or drop metallic or inflammable foreign objects into the DV through 
access points, e.g. card slot and battery chamber. This may cause a fire or electronic 
shock. 
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13 Do not operate this DV with wet hands. This could pose a risk of electronic shock. 

14 Under the environment with electrostatic discharge, the DV may malfunction and 

require the user to reset the DV. 

15 Under the environment with electrical fast transient (EFT), the DV may lose function 

and require user to reset the DV. 

16 Shield cables must be used with unit to ensure complies with the Class B FCC limits. 

17 It is normal that the temperature of the DV body rises after being in use for a long 

period. 

18 Do not leave the DV in places subject to extremely high temperature, such as in a 

sealed vehicle, under direct sunlight, or in other places with extremely variances in 

temperature. Exposure to extremely temperature may adversely affect the DV’s 

internal components and could cause a fire. 

19 Always use the DV and its accessories in a well-ventilated area. 

20 Allowing dust to accumulate in the DV over a long period of time is hazardous and in 

extreme prior to seasonal periods of high humidity.
