(120 VAC 60 Hz 12W with an output of 6 VDC 4.8W [800 mA]
to charge your Power Wheels® 6 volt battery.

• Plug the charger into a standard 120 volt wall outlet.
Note: If power flow to the wall outlet is controlled by a switch,
make sure the switch is ON.
• Before first time use, charge the battery for at least 18 hours.

Never charge the battery longer than 30 hours.
Note: The battery must be upright while charging.
• Recharge the battery after each use of your vehicle for 

at least 14 hours. Do not charge the battery longer than 
30 hours.

• Once the battery is charged, disconnect the charger 
connector from the battery connector. Unplug the charger
from the wall outlet. The battery is now ready to be installed
in your vehicle. Please see “Battery Installation” on page 24
for detailed instructions on installing your battery. If your
battery is already installed in your vehicle, simply re-connect
the battery connector and motor harness connector and 
re-assemble the seat.

• With the base end up, fit a rectangular bushing onto the
end of the rear axle. 

• Position a hubcap with the ridges down. Fit the hubcap
onto the rear axle.

• Fit a lock washer (rounded side up) into the assembly tool.
Make sure it fits completely inside the assembly tool.

• Be sure to align the rectangular bushing with the

rectangular opening in the outside of the wheel.
• Fit the peg on the inside of the hubcap into the small hole in

the outside of the wheel.

• Fit the driver onto the end of the rear axle.
• Align the ribs on the inside of the driver with the gearbox

teeth. Fit the driver to the gearbox. 

• Fit another wheel (with a round bushing inserted) onto the
end of the rear axle. Make sure the outside of the wheel

• Fit the rear axle assembly through the round bushing and

into the hole in the vehicle body rear wheel well.

• Cut the steering wheel labels (#13, #14 and #15) from the
larger label sheet. Now, position the steering wheel labels,
as shown in the illustration, around the steering wheel.

Hint: These labels will be applied around the spokes on the
steering wheel. Carefully apply the center portion of each
label to the topside of each spoke. Gently smooth the label
around each spoke.
