Batteries in the piano/receiver are weak
or dead

Replace the batteries in the piano with three, new “AA” (LR6)
alkaline batteries and the receiver with three, new “C” (LR14)
alkaline batteries.

Piano battery compartment door is loose

Fully tighten both screws in the battery compartment door.

No wireless connection (L.E.D. on
