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CLEARING A JAMMED NAIL

In the unlikely event of the tool jamming:-

1. Disconnect from power and remove all nails

from magazine.

Remove two screws and washers {1) and

remove cover set {2) — all located on mouth of tool.
Remove safety pin and spring (3, 4} - note pin is

located inside spring and both are slotted into cover set.
Remove slot cover {5).

Remove the jammed nail.

Repiace all parts in reverse order and screw tight.

Make sure that safety pin still sticks out from mouth of tool.
