Includes 2 x 1.5V “AA”/R6 batteries. Alkaline batteries recommended.
Phillips/cross head screwdriver (not included) required for battery installation.

TO REPLACE BATTERIES

Loosen screw in battery compartment cover using a
Phillips/cross head screwdriver. Remove cover (screw
remains attached to cover). Remove and discard old
batteries. Replace with 2 x 1.5V “AA”/LR6 alkaline
batteries. Replace cover and retighten screw.

1) Be sure to insert the batteries correctly and always
follow the toy and battery manufacturers’ instructions;
