This cordless driver drill is now equipped with a ** AMdew”” Keyless Chuck
system.

This Keyless Chuck features a click locking mechanism to reduce
loosening of the bit from vibration, in addition to making the bit faster and
easier to install.

Below are the instructions for using the * AVew” keyless chuck. This
sheet supersedes the “Installing or Removing Driver Bit or Drill Bit”
section on Page 7 of the instruction manual.

Installing or removing driver bit or drill bit

CAUTION: . '
Always be sure that the tool is switched off and the battery cartridge is
removed before installing or removing the bit.

Hold the ring and turn the
sleeve counterclockwise to
open the chuck jaws. Place
the bit in the chuck as far as it
will go. Hold the ring firmly and
turn the sleeve clockwise to
tighten the chuck. Chuck is
locking when you hear a slight
clicking sound.

To unlock and remove the bit,
hold the ring and turn the
sleeve counterclockwise.
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This tool contains 12V High Capacity Battery 1201 and Charger DC1201.

Charging

¢ Your new battery cartridge is not charged.
You will need to charge it before use. Use

the fast charger Model DC1201 to charge
the battery cartridge.

o Plug the fast charger into the proper A/C
voltage source. The charging light will
flash in green color.

elnsert the battery cartridge so that the
plus and minus terminals on the battery
cartridge are on the same sides as their
respective markings on the fast charger.
Insert the cartridge fully into the port so that it rests on the charger port floor.

eWhen the battery cartridge is inserted, the charging light color will change from green to
red and charging will begin. The charging light will remain lit steadily during charging.

Charging light

#When charging is completed, the charging light color will change from red to green and
a tone will sound steadily for about 5 seconds. The charging time is approximately one
hour.

¢ After charging, unplug the charger from the power source.

CAUTION:

o The fast charger Model DC1201 is for charging Makita battery cartridge. Never use it for
other purposes or for other manufacturer’s batteries.

eWhen you charge a new battery cartridge or a battery cartridge which has not been used
for a long period of time, it may not accept a full charge. This is a normal condition and
does not indicate a problem. You can recharge the battery cartridge fully after discharg-
ing it completely and recharging a couple of times.

o |f you charge a battery cartridge from a just-operated tool or a battery cartridge which
has been left in a location exposed to direct sunlight or heat for a long time, the charg-
ing light may flash in red color. If this occurs, wait for a while. Charging will begin after
the battery cartridge cools. The battery cartridge will cool faster if you remove the
battery cartridge from the fast charger.

o If the charging light flashes alternately in green and red color and a tone sounds “‘beep,
beep, beep, ...” for about 20 seconds, a problem exists and charging is not possible.
The terminals on the charger or battery cartridge are clogged with dust or the battery
cartridge is worn out or damaged.

o If you wish to charge two battery cartridges, allow 15 minutes between chargings on the
fast charger.

REMOVE ADJUSTING KEYS AND WRENCHES. Form habit of checking to
see that keys and adjusting wrenches are removed from tool before turning
it on.

AVOID UNINTENTIONAL STARTING. Don't carry tool with finger on switch.
Be sure switch is OFF when plugging in.

OUTDOOR USE EXTENSION CORDS. When tool is used outdoors, use only
extension cords intended for use outdoors and so marked.

STAY ALERT. Watch what you are doing, use common sense. Don’t operate
tool when you are tired.

CHECK DAMAGED PARTS. Before further use of the tool, a guard or other
part that is damaged should be carefully checked to determine that it will
operate properly and perform its intended function. Check for alignment of
moving parts, binding of moving parts, breakage of parts, mounting, and any
other conditions that may affect its operation. A guard or other part that
is damaged should be properly repaired or replaced by an authorized service
center unless otherwise indicated elsewhere in this instruction manual. Have
defective switches replaced by authorized service center. Don’t use tool if
switch does not turn it on and off.

GUARD AGAINST ELECTRIC SHOCK. Prevent body contact with grounded
surfaces. For example; pipes, radiators, ranges, refrigerator enclosures.
REPLACEMENT PARTS. When servicing, use only identical replacement parts.
POLARIZED PLUGS. To reduce the risk of electric shock, this equipment has
a polarized plug (one blade is wider than the other).

FOR CHARGER &

. SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS — This manual

contains important safety and operating instructions for battery charger.

. Before using battery charger, read all instructions and cautionary markings
on (1) battery charger, (2) battery, and (3) product using battery.

. CAUTION — To reduce risk of injury, charge only MAKITA Battery Cartridge
9000, 9100, 1200, 1210 & 1211. Other types of batteries may burst causing
personal injury and damage.

. Do not expose charger to rain or snow.

. Use of an attachment not recommended or sold by the battery charger
manufacturer may result in a risk of fire, electric shock, or injury to persons.

. To reduce risk of damage to electric plug and cord, pull by plug rather than
cord when disconnecting charger.

. Make sure cord is located so that it will not be stepped on, tripped over, or
otherwise subjected to damage or stress.

. An extension cord should not be used unless absolutely necessary. Use of
improper extension cord could result in a risk of fire and electric shock. If
extension cord must be used, make sure:

a. That pins on plug of extension cord are the same number, size, and shape
as those of plug on charger;

b. That extension cord is properly wired and in good electrical condition; and
c. That wire size is at least as large as the one specified in the table below.

. Do not operate charger with damaged cord or plug — replace them im-
mediately.

Do not operate charger if it has received a sharp blow, been dropped, or other-
wise damaged in any way:; take it to a qualified serviceman.

Do not disassemble charger or battery cartridge; take it to a qualified
serviceman when service or repair is required. Incorrect reassembly may
result in a risk of electric shock or fire.

To reduce risk of electric shock, unplug charger from outlet before attempt-
ing any maintenance or cleaning. Turning off controls will not reduce this risk.
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ADDITIONAL SAFETY RULES
FOR CHARGER & BATTERY CARTRIDGE

. Do not charge Battery Cartridge when temperature is BELOW 10°C (50°F)

or ABOVE 40°C (104°F).

. Do not attempt to use a step-up transformer, an engine generator or DC power

receptacle.

. Do not allow anything to cover or clog the charger vents.
. Always cover the battery terminals with the battery cover when the battery

cartridge is not used.

. A battery short can cause a large current flow, overheating, possibie burns

and even a breakdown.

(1) Do not touch the terminals with any conductive material.

{2) Avoid storing battery cartridge in a container with other metal objects such
as nails, coins, etc.

(3) Do not expose battery cartridge to water or rain.

. Do not store the tool and Battery Cartridge in locations where the temperature

may reach or exceed 50°C (122°F).

. Do not incinerate the Battery Cartridge even if it is severely damaged or is

completely worn out. The battery cartridge can explode in a fire.

ADDITIONAL SAFETY RULES

. Be aware that this tool is always in an operating condition, because it does

not have to be plugged into an electrical outlet.

. Always be sure you have a firm footing.

Be sure no one is below when using the tool in high locations.

. Hold the tool firmly.
. Keep hands away from rotating parts.
. When drilling into walls, floors or wherever “‘live’’ electrical wires may be

encountered, DO NOT TOUCH ANY METAL PARTS OF THE TOOL!
Hold the tool only by the insulated grasping surfaces to prevent electric shock
if you drill into a “’live’”” wire.

. Do not leave the tool running. Operate the tool only when hand-held.
. Do not touch the drill bit or the workpiece immediately after operation; they

may be extremely hot and could burn your skin.

Installing or removing battery cartridge
e Always switch off the tool before insertion or removal or the battery cartridge.

e To remove the battery cartridge, pull out
the set plate on the tool and grasp both
sides of the cartridge while withdrawing it
from the tool.

e To insert the battery cartridge, align the
tongue on the battery cartridge with the
groove in the housing and slip it into
place. Snap the set plate back into place.
Be sure to close the set plate fully before
using the tool.

o Do not use force when inserting the battery cartridge.
If the cartridge does not slide in easily, it is not being inserted correctly.

Charging

Plug the fast charger into your power
source. Insert the battery cartridge so that
the plus and minus terminals on the bat-
tery cartridge are on the same sides as their
respective markings on the fast charger.
Insert the cartridge fully into the port so
that it rests on the charger port floor.

Press the start button (red). The charging
light will come on and charging will begin.
If the charging tight does not come on, press the reset button (yellow) first, then the start
button (red). If the charging light goes out within 10 seconds even after pressing the
reset button and start button a couple of times, the battery cartridge is dead. (CAUTION:
Wait for more than 5 seconds after the charging light goes out to press the reset button
again.) Replace it with a new one. When the charging light goes out after about one our,
you may remove the fully charged battery cartridge.

After charging, unplug the charge from the power source.

CAUTION:
e Your new battery cartridge is not charged. You will need to charge it before use.

e When you charge a new battery cartridge or a battery cartridge which has not been used
for a long period of time, the charging fight may not come on. If this occurs, just press
the reset button {yellow) first, then the start button (red) as described before. Charging
will begin.

¢ Do not keep the button pressed in with tape, etc. or the circuit will not function pro-
perly. Also, a malfunction of the charger may result possibly causing overheating, etc.

o If you try to charge a cartridge from a just-operated tool, sometimes the charging light
will not come on. If this occurs, let the cartridge cool off for a while. Then re-insert it
and try to charge it once more.

¢ When you charge a new battery cartridge or a battery cargridge which has not been used
for a long period, it may not accept a full charge. This is a normal condition and does
not indicate a problem. You can recharge the battery cartridge fully after discharging
it almost completely a couple of times.

o |f you wish to charge two battery cartridges, allow 15 minutes between chargings on the
fast charger.

Switch action

Tool speed is increased by increasing pres-
sure on the trigger. To start the tool, simply
pull the trigger. Release the trigger to stop.

Before inserting the battery cartridge into the tool, always check to see that the switch
trigger actuates properly and returns to the “OFF’ position when released.

Reversing switch action

This tool has a reversing switch to change
the direction of rotation. Slide the revers-
ing switch to the left for clockwise rota-
tion or to the right for counterclockwise.

e Always check the direction of rotation before operation.

e Move the reversing switch only after the tool comes to a complete stop. Changing the
direction of rotation before the tool stops may damage the tool,



Speed change

To change the speed, slide the speed change
lever to the “H” side for high speed or
“L" side for low speed. To slide the speed
change lever easily, pull the trigger slightly
while pushing the speed change lever. Be
sure that the speed change lever is set to
the correct position before operation. Use
the right speed for your job.

CAUTION:

Always set the speed change lever fully into the correct position. If you operate the tool
with the speed change lever positioned halfway between the “H"” side and “L" side, the

tool may be damaged.

Adjusting fastening torque

The fastening torque can be adjusted in six
stages by turning the adjusting ring so that
the pointer on the adjusting ring points to
a number on the tool body. The fastening
torque is minimum when the pointer points
to the number 1 and maximum when it
points to the «..=m marking. The clutch will
slip at varying torque levels when the
pointer is set at the numbers 1 to 5. The
clutch is designed not to slip at the «m
marking.

Screwdriving operation

screw head and apply pressure to the tool.
Start the tool slowly and then increase the
speed gradually. Release the trigger as soon
as the clutch cuts in.

Drilling operation
First, turn the adjusting ring so that the pointer on the adjusting ring points to the s« um
marking. Then proceed as follows.

¢ Drilling in wood
When drilling in wood, best results are obtained with wood drills equipped with a guide
screw. The guide screw makes drilling easier by pulling the bit into the workpiece.

¢ Dritling in metal
To prevent the bit from slipping when starting a hole, make an indentation with a center-
punch and hammer at the point to be drilled place the point of the bit in the indenta-
tion and start drilling.
Use a cutting lubricant when drilling metals. The exceptions are iron and brass which
should be drilled dry.

CAUTION:

o Pressing excessively on the tool will not speed up the drilling. In fact, this excessive
pressure will only serve to damage the tip of your bit, decrease the tool performance
and shorten the service life of the tool.

e There is a tremendous force exerted on the tool/bit at the time of hole breakthrough.
Hold the tool firmly and exert care when the bit begins to break through the workpiece.

e A stuck bit can be removed simply by setting the reversing switch to reverse rotation in
order to back out. However, the tool may back out abruptly if you do not hold it firmly.

o Always secure small workpieces in a vise or similar hold-down device.

Overload protector

The overload protector automatically cuts out to break the circuit whenever heavy work
is prolonged. Wait 20 - 30 seconds before resuming operation.

CAUTION:

Always withdraw the tool from the workpiece before resuming operation. If the tool
cannot be withdrawn, hold the tool firmly when turning on the tool, to overcome a
strong reaction.



Hook

A hook is provided as a standard equip-
ment. This hook is convenient for tem-
porarily hanging the tool. To install the
hook, first insert one end of the hook into
one slot in the tool body and then insert
the other end into the other slot. Secure
the hook with the screw. The hook can be
installed on either left or right side of the
tool.
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MAINTENANCE

Always be sure that the tool is switched off and the battery cartridge is removed before

attempting to perform inspection or maintenance.
