Switching on and setting the time
Before using your clock radio you must first set the correct time.

Plug the mains lead into a wall socket
and switch on. \

Setting alarm times

The alarms can be set to wake you by either sounds natural or the radio.
Your alarm clock radio has 2 separate alarms which can be set to activate
at different times.

Setting alarm 1

12 hour cycle is selected.

Setting alarm 2

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2. Press and hold down the Alarm set button.

Whilst holding down the Alarm Set button press the fast forward
(Fast) or slow reverse (Slow) buttons to set the required alarm time.
Release the buttons when the correctalarmtimeis reached. The clock
uses a 12 hour display with a PM indicator. Ensure that the correct
12 hour cycle is selected.

Checking the Alarm Times
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Note: The alarm times cannot be checked if the Alarm function
switch isinthe' Q1+ ' position.

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Setting the alarms to wake to sounds natural

Your clock radio can be set so as to wake you to any one of the following
natural alarm sounds :- Birds, Ocean, Stream, Chimes. The alarm sounds
gradually increase in volume reaching maximum level after 10-15 seconds.

Setthe alarm time as previously described. Set the Function switch
to the 'Natural' position. Set the Alarm selector switch tothe 'Q1",
"L 'or' Q1+ " position. The corresponding Alarm indicators will
light.

SettheSounds natural switch located on the rear of your clock radio
to the desired wake up sound. The coresponding Alarm sound
indicator will light up. The natural alarm will sound every day at the
presettime for 59 minutes. To turn off the alarm until the next day press
the Alarm/Off button. To turn off the alarms permanently set the
Function switch to the 'Off' position.

To sample the alarm sounds set the Function switch to the ‘Natural'
position, selectthe required sound using theSounds natural switch.
Press the Snooze button to hear a sample of the alarm sound. This
sample facility is not available whilst the alarms are active.

Setthe alarm time as previously described. Set the Function switch
to the 'Radio’ position. Set the Alarm selector switch to the 'Q1",
"L 'or' Q1+ " position. The corresponding Alarm indicators will
light. Ensure that a station is tuned in and the Volume control is set
to the required level. The minimum volume setting on radio alarm is
factory set to ensure there is always adequate wake up volume .

Theradio alarm will operate every day atthe presettime for 59 minutes.
To turn off the radio alarm until the next day press the Alarm/Off
button. Toturn off the alarms permanently settheFunction switch to
the 'Off' position.

Notes: Your clock radio is fitted with a If an alarm time has not been
setand the Function switch is leftin the 'Natural' or 'Radio’ position,
the natural or radio alarms will operate at 12:00 midnight. If you do not
require the alarm function, ensure that the Function switch is set to
the 'Off' position.
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Snooze control

The radio or sounds natural alarm can be silenced for 7 minutes by pressing
the Snooze button. This sequence can be repeated whilst the alarm is
sounding.
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Sleep timer
The radio can be set to turn off after a preset time has elapsed.

Press and hold down the Sleep button until the desired time is reached
(maximum 59 minutes in 1 minute steps). The radio will switch off after the
sleep time has elapsed.

To cancel the sleep function before the preset time has expired, press the
Alarm/Off button.
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Auto Dimmer oS
The Auto Dimmer located on the bottom right side of the LED display will Df‘m”mm“ Lo, High

automatically adjust the intensity of the clock display to suit room
brightness. The display brightness can be further adjusted using the
Display dimmer switch located on the left side of your clock radio.

Headphones (on rear)

AHeadphone Socket(3.5mm)is provided for use with either headphones
oran earpiece. Inserting a plug automatically mutes the internal loudspeaker.

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General

The CR9900 will operate from a supply of AC 230volts, 50Hz A\, only.

Foryour convenience this product s supplied with a plug which is fitted with
afuse of the appropriate rating. If the plug supplied is not suitable for your
socket outlet, it should be removed by unscrewing the plug top, the terminal
screws, and removing the cable.

The correct style of plug to suit your household together with a correctly
rated fuse should be fitted.

The display will
be extinguished to conserve battery life, but the memory will retain details
of the time and alarm time settings.

If your clock radio is not to be used for a prolonged period of time, remove
the battery to avoid damage by battery leakage.
