When towing broadcast spreader do not drive too
close to a creek or ditch and be alert for holes and
other hazards which could cause you to loose control
of the broadcast spreader and tractor.

e This unit will cover a 4 to 8 foot wide area depending

e To avoid misses or striping, make each pass about

5 feet from the previous one so some overlapping of
> spread pattern does occur.
