WARNING: Experience indicates that alcohol blended
fuels (called gaschol or using ethanol or methanol) can
atiract moisture which leads to separation and formation of
acids during storage.

To avoid engine
problems, the fuel system should be emptied before stor-
age of 30 days or fonger. Drain the gas tank, start the
engine and let it run untif the fuel lines and carburetor are
empty.

CAUTION: Fill to within 1/2" (1.3 cm) of
top of fuel tank to prevent spills and to
allow for fuel expansion.

TILLING HINTS

CAUTION: Untilyouare accustomedio
handling your tiller, start actual field
use with throttle in slow position (mid-
way between “FAST” and “IDLE”).

» Tilling is digging into, turning over, and breaxing up
packed soil before planting. Loose, unpacked soil
helps root growth. Best tilling depth is 4" to 8" (10-15
cm). A tifler will also clear the soil of unwanied
vegetation. The decomposition of this vegetable mat-
ter enriches the soil. Depending on the climate (raintall
and wind), it may be advisable to till the soil at the end
of the growing season to further condition the soil.

e  Soilconditions areimportantfor propertiliing. Tines will
not readily penetrate dry, hard soil which may contrib-
ute to excessive bounce and difficult handling of your
tiller. Hard soil should be moistened before tilling;
however, extremely wet soil will “bali-up” or clump
during tilling. Wait until the soil is less wet in order to
achieve the best results. Whenttilling inthe fall, remove
vines and long grass to prevent them from wrapping
around the tine shaft and slowing your tilling operation.

»  For easier handling of your tiller, leave about 8 inches
(20 cm) -of untilled soil between the first and second
tilling passes. The third pass will be between the first
and second (See Fig. 14).

+ Donotleanonhandle. Thistakes weight off the wheels
and reduces traction. To get through a really tough
section of sod or hard ground, apply upward pressure
on handle or lower the depth stake.

CULTIVATING

Cultivating is destroying the weeds between rows fo pre-
vent them from robbing nourishment and moisture from the
plants. Attha same time, breaking up the upper layer of soil
crust will help retain moisture in the soil. Best digging depth
is 1" to 3" (2.5-7.5 cm). Lower the outer side shields to
protect small plants from being buried.

Cultivate up and down the rows at a speed which will

ailow tines to uproot weeds and leave the ground in
rough condition, promoeling no further growth of weeds
and grass (See Fig. 15).
