IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS CONT.

CHECK DAMAGED PARTS. Before further use of the tool, a guard or other part that
is damaged should be carefully checked to determine that it will operate properly and
perform its intended function. Check for alignment of moving parts, binding of moving
parts, breakage of parts, mounting, and any other conditions that may affect its
operation. A guard or other part that is damaged should be properly repaired or
replaced by an authorized service center unless otherwise indicated elsewhere in this
instruction manual. Have defective switches replaced by authorized service center.
Do not use tool if switch does not turn it on and off.

AVOID USING A POWER TOOL FOR APPLICATIONS OTHER THAN THOSE
SPECIFIED. Never use a power tool for applications other than those specified in the
instruction manual. )

ENSURE SAFE OPERATION THROUGH CORRECT HANDLING. Secure safe
operation through correct handling by observing the instructions described herein. Do
not employ accessories other than those specified herein; otherwise, a hazardous
condition may be created. Never allow a power tool to be used by persons not familiar
with correct handling (such as children) or by those who cannot handle the tool
correctly.

CONFIRM THAT NO ITEMS SUCH AS AN ELECTRIC CABLE OR CONDUIT ARE
BURIED INSIDE. In places where live wiring may be hidden behind a wall, floor,
ceiling, etc..do not hold or contact any metal parts of the tool. In such cases, metal parts
could become electrically live and present a serious shock hazard.

KEEP THE RIGHT PARTS IN THE RIGHT POSITIONS. Do not remove covers and
screws which have been factory-mounted. They perform important respective roles.
Keep them in the right positions.

SHOULD THE PLASTIC HOUSING OR HANDLE OF A POWER TOOL BE
CRACKED OR DEFORMED, DO NOT USE IT. Since cracked or deformed parts may
lead to an operator receiving an electric shock, do not use such a power tool.
Immediately have it repaired.

DO NOT WIPE PLASTIC PARTS WITH SOLVENT. Solvents such as gasoline,
thinner, benzine, carbon tetrachloride, and alcohol may damage and crack plastic
parts. Do not wipe them with such solvents. Wipe plastic parts with a soft cloth lightly
dampened with soapy water.

ALWAYS KEEP THE MOTOR AIR VENT FULLY CLEARED. A constantly open
motor air vent is necessary to allow air to come in and out for cooling the motor. Do
not allow it to become clogged up, even if dust is blown through it.

OPERATE POWER TOOLS AT THE RATED VOLTAGE. Operate power tools at
voltages specified on their nameplates.

NEVER TOUCH THE MOVING PARTS. Never touch the moving parts such as
blades, bits, cutters and others.

When the work area is removed
from the power source, use an
extension cord of sufficient thickness
and rated capacity. The extension
cord should be kept as short as
practicable.

CAUTION: Damaged cord must
be replaced or repaired.

Extension Gords

Double insulated tools have 2 wire cords, and can be used with 2 wire or 3
wire extension cords. Only round jacketed extension cords should be used. If
the extension will be used outside, the cord must be suitable for outdoor use
and so marked. Any cord marked as outdoor can also be used for indoor work.
(The letters "WA" on the cord jacket indicate that the cord is suitable for
outdoor use.)

An extension cord must have adequate wire size (AWG or American Wire
Gauge) for safety, and to prevent loss of power and overheating. The smaller
the gauge number of the wire, the greater the capacity of the cable, that is 14
gauge has more capacity than 16 gauge. When using more than one exten-
sion to make up the total length, be sure each individual extension contains at
least the minimum wire size.

To determine the minimum wire size required, refer to the chart below:

Before using an extension cord, inspect it for loose or exposed wires, damaged
insulation, and defective fittings. Make any needed repairs or replace the cord
if necessary. Black & Decker has extension cords available that are U.L. listed
for outdoor use.

Bit Installation

1. Clean, then smear the bit shank
with grease.

2. Pull the tool holder in the
direction of arrow 1 and rotate it
in the direction of arrow 2
(counterclockwise). Turn the
notch in the bit shank downward
and fully insert the bit shank into
the hexagonal hole of the front
cover. (Fig. 1)

3. Return the tool holder to fix the
bit. NOTE: Remove in the
reverse order to installation.

How To Use the
Chipping Hammer
(Fig. 2)

(ALWAYS WEAR EYE
PROTECTION)

Before turning the tool on,
locate the tip of the demolition bit as
desired. Rest the weight of the tool
on the bit and turn the hammer on.
Let the tool's weight work to your
advantage; this will be easier and
more efficient. Pushing on the tool
only reduces efficiency.

Guide the tool, turning it off
whenever changing locations in
order to locate the bit at the desired
spot.

Grease Replacement

The air tight construction of youl
hammer prevents most grease
leakage so that the tool can be used
for a long time without the need for
grease replacement. About every six
months you should clean out the
grease and add a fresh supply.
