If your antenna has flat, twin-lead wire (300 ohm), you
first need to attach the antenna wires to the screws on a
300- to 75-ohm adapter.

If the round end of
the antenna wire is threaded, screw it down finger tight.

T%e TV’s audiol/video input jacks are for direct picture and
sound connections between the TV and a VCR (or similar
device) that has audio/video output jacks. Both the AVI and AV2
Input Jack connections are shown on this page, but either one can
be connected alone.
