Use the touch screen

Your device’s touch screen lets you easily select items or
perform functions. Learn basic actions to use the touch
screen.

@ * To avoid scratching the touch screen, do not use
sharp tools.

¢ Do not allow the touch screen to come into contact
with other electrical devices.
