performances indoors. As the temperature of the outside air drops, the heating performance of air
conditioner will decrease.

Frost When outside temperature is low but humidity is high,
frost may form on the outdoor unit at HEAT mode.

@ The heating operation stops.
@ The defrost mode will be triggered automatically for about 10 minutes.
No intervention is required ; after about 10 minutes, the air conditioner operates
again normally.

High indoor If both indoor and outdoor temperatures are high and the air conditioner is running at HEAT
and outdoor mode, the outdoor unit’s fan and compressor may stop at times.

Power failure If a power failure occurs while the air conditioner is operating, the unit will be switched off.
