a. For USB interface mini card, there wouldn’t work normal for some 

brand card, if you find the software show “ fly mode”, please set SW2 at 

2, and try again. 
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b. For some laptop, the computer couldn’t boot up when express card is 

inserted. If that, please set SW2 at 3, then the computer could boot up 

normal.

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Yellow LED: Access LED, the LED will blink when wireless card work well. 

Red LED: PERST# indicate LED, when SW2 at 2, that will light all the time.
