WARNING

Power connection

® Use only the power source marked on the
product.

® Do not overload power outlets and extension
cords. This can result in the risk of fire or electric
shock.

® Completely insert the AC adaptor/power plug
into the power outlet. Failure to do so may cause
electric shock and/or excessive heat resulting in
afire.

® Regularly remove any dust, etc. from the AC
adaptor/power plug by pulling it from the power
outlet, then wiping with a dry cloth. Accumulated
dust may cause an insulation defect from
moisture, etc. resulting in a fire.

Battery

batteries AAA (R03) size.
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Do not mix old and new batteries.

Do not open or mutilate the batteries. Released
electrolyte from the batteries is corrosive and
may cause burns or injury to the eyes or skin.
The electrolyte is toxic and may be harmful if
swallowed.

Exercise care when handling the batteries. Do
not allow conductive materials such as rings,
bracelets, or keys to touch the batteries,
otherwise a short circuit may cause the batteries
and/or the conductive material to overheat and
cause burns.

Do not connect the AC adaptor to a ceiling-
mounted AC outlet, as the weight of the adaptor
may cause it to become disconnected.

During a power failure

The unit will not work during a power failure. We
recommend connecting a corded-type telephone
(without AC adaptor) to the same telephone line or
to the same telephone line jack, if you have such a
telephone jack in your house.

Note for battery installation

® Use the supplied rechargeable batteries. For
replacement, we recommend using the
Panasonic rechargeable batteries noted on 4, 5.
oldal.

® \Wipe the battery ends (@, ©) with a dry cloth.

® Avoid touching the battery ends
