CAUTION

Do not , uhder uny circumstances, remove the power supply cord ground prony.

Do not use an extension cord. Otherwise, it could cause electrical shock or fire.
2. Disconhect power cord from receptucle before servicing or cleuning.

3. Do hot dumugye or use un unspecified power cord. If the power cord is dumaged, it must
be repluced by the manufacturer or its service agent or u similarly qudlified person in order
to avoid u huzard.

6. Do hot clean the unit while it is plugged in, especidily if it is wet.
It may cause electrical shock or fire.

7. Be sure to repluce tunk properly ufter emptying to prevent water from collecting on the
floor.

8. Muke sure the unit is the correct size for the area you want to dehumidify.

9. Do hot operate switches with wet hands. Otherwise it may cause electrical shock.

10. Install the unit properly on u floor, table, or shelf that is level und strony enough to support
it with a full funk.

11. Do not instdll the unit in an areu where temperatures will full below 44°F (7°C), for models
DDH 30 - DDE 40E - DDE 50E und 64°F (18°C) for model DDE 65E , becuuse low temperatu-
res could cause coils to freeze und the unit may noft start.,

12. Do hot sit down or stand on the unit.

13. When the unit is to be cleduned, pleuse switch off.

Otherwise it may cause electricul shock or fire.

14. When the dir filter is to be removed, do hot fouch the fin of the unit. Otherwise it muy cause

an injury.

The mechunicul model unit has a control punel contuining d two colors control light and two
controls:
Auto shut-off, Fun speed und Humidity control

Green light
e The ygreen light will illuminates indicating that the dehumidifier is on.

Red light
e The red light illuminutes when the water tank is full und needs to be emptied.
e [t dlso illuminute when the water tunk is hot properly positioned.

Fan speed knob
e This controls the speed of the dirflow.

Humidity Control knob
e This controls the humidity level in the room.

U nit operation

Turn the Humidity Control knob to OFF. Pluy the power supply cord into un electricul outlet.
2. To turn the appliance on, turh the humidity control in the clockwise direction fill the green
light will be on. The Humidity Control knob cun be set unywhere between OFF und CON-
TINUOUS for hormal operation.

If you heed more dehumidification, turn the Humidity Control knob toward CONTINUOUS. If
you heed less dehumidification, turn the Humidity Control khob toward OFF.

If you want to control the speed of dir flow, turh the Fan Speed knob toward Low or High.
4. Turn the Humidity Control knob to OFF to stop the unit manudlly.

If you press the button once the display will show the °F . If you press the button twice, the
display will show the temperuture in °C. After few seconds, the display will automaticually
show the humidity level.

Press this button to select the High Fun Speed or Low Fun Speed settings.,
© Press this button to increuse the humidity level by 5% up to a limit of 80%RH.

) Press this button to reduce the humidity level by 5%up to d limit of 30%RH. When the unit is
in continuous operation the LCD screen will display two dushes.

NOTE: If the set humidity level is higher than the level in the room, the compressor will stop

working, dlthough the fun continues.
The default humidity setting is 60%RH

Green light

When ON/OFF button is pressed to start the unit, a green light will come on automaticdlly.
The light will go off again when the unit is switched off,

NOTE: After u power outuye, the unit will hot switch itself on again automatically. When the
power supply hus been reestublished, pleuse press the ON/OFF button to start the unit
aguain.

Red light FULL TANK &

If the water tank is full, or if it is not correctly positioned, the red light will flash.

NOTE: Whenh the unit is operating in Fun Only mode, the red light will sfill flash whether the
wuter tank is full or not correctly positioned.

However, this will not uffect the working of the unit.

An dlarm will sound until the tank is either emptied or correctly slotted into pluce.

Display screen

The unit has a LCD display screen. By default, the screen will display the relative atmospheric
humidity level. If you wunt to see the room temperuture, press pbutton und the temperu-
ture will be displayed for few seconds, uffer thut the screen will return to defuult mode.
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Disposing of the collected

water

A) Empty the tank manuailly.
When the tank is full, remove und empty it
into a large sink or tub (fig.1).
When fihished, replace it properly.
NOTE: The tunk must be positioned properly
mauking sure slots on back of tunk ure positio-
ned correctly.
For the electronic model, if you heur the con-
finudl sound of the buzzer, it meuns the tank is
not in the proper position.
For the mechunicul model, ufter removiny
the tank, you must first wait 3 minutes to repla-
ce the tank.

B) Continuous draining.

Condensed wuter cun be druined viua u hose

conhected to un outlet ut the rear of the tunk:

1. remove the water tunk.

2. Using u 5 mm drill bit, drill a hole in the rear of
the tunk dlony the torus like in figure 2.

3. conhect u hose to the hose connhector. Be
sure the hose does hot kink or bend.
Mdake sure that the hose is not higher than the
hose connection (see figure 3).

NOTE: If you do not want to use the hose, you
can plug the hole with the rubber stopper
accessory.

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Installation Instructions

j—

Allow dt leust 12 inches (30cm) of spuce on dll sides of the unit for good dir circulation.

2. Instdll your dehumidifier on a floor, table, or shelf. When instdlling the unit on a table or shelf,
make sure the table or shelf is strong enough to support the weight of the unit with < full
bucket.

Do not sit or stund on the dehumidifier.

NOTE: The height of a table or shelf might provide a better position from which to handle the
tank and help prevent icing of the coils due to colder air near the floor(such as in a base-
ment).

3. The tunk must be properly positioned inh order for the automatic shut-off to operate cor-
rectly.

4. Custor wheels let you move the dehumidifier eusily.

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Care and Maintenance

M dintenance

Your dehumidifier is designhed to serve you yedr-round. It heeds practically ho attention.
However, you should check your unit und inspect the coils annudlly. You may call a yuadlified
professional to perform this annual checkup.

If you are familiur with electrical uppliunces and their functions, listed below dre instructions
which would dllow you to do the inspection und mauintenunce for yourself.

The front panel and cabinet

e Using u soft cloth, cleun the front punel und cubinet with warm water and o mild soup or
detergent.

e Rihse und dry thoroughly. Wipe the front panel and cabinet with a soft and dry cloth.
NOTE: Never sprinkle water into the appliance in order to prevent risk of short-circuit and fire.
Never use gusoline, thinner or any other similar chemiculs for cleaning.

Do not use bleach or dbrasives.

Limited Warranty

We warrant each De’Lonhghi uppliunce to be free from defects in material and workmanship.
From the purchase date, our obligation under this warranty is to provide one (1) year free parts
and lubor on the entire uppliunce, with an additional four (4) years free on any part of the seu-
led system consisting of the compressor, evaporutor, condenser und fuctory connected refri-
gerant tubing. Labor and dll other purts during the additional four (4) year warranty are to be
puid by the owner. All appliunces in heed of repuir ure to be shipped to un authorized
De’Lonyhi service center ut the owner’s expense, and De’Lonyghi will then incur the return ship-
ping costs. After the first five (5) yeurs of owhership, dll expenses (dll parts, [dabor and shipping)
are to be puid by the owner of the unit.
