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IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

While using electrical appliances, in order to reduce the risk of fire, electric shock,
and / or injury to persons, basic safety precautions should be followed, including the
following:

« Read all instructions carefully, even if you are familiar with the appliance.

« To protect against the risk of electric shock, DO NOT IMMERSE the appliance,
cord set or plug in water or other liquids.

«To clean, wipe the exterior with a damp cloth.

« Close supervision is necessary when any appliance is used near children. Never
leave an appliance unattended when in use.

« Switch off and remove the plug from the power outlet when not in use, before
assembling or disassembling parts, cleaning or carrying out any maintenance of
the appliance. Never pull the cord while unplugging from the power outlet.

- Do not operate any appliance with a damaged cord or plug, or after the appliance
malfunctions, or is dropped or damaged in any manner. Return the complete
appliance to your nearest authorized service facility for examination, electrical
repair, mechanical repair or adjustment to avoid any hazard.

« The use of attachments or accessories not recommended or sold by this
appliance manufacturer may result in fire, electric shock or personal injury.

- Do not let the cord hang over the edge of a table, counter, or touch hot surfaces.
« Always route the cord carefully to avoid a tripping hazard.
« Avoid touching hot surfaces, use handles and knobs.

- Do not operate or place any part of this appliance on or near any hot surfaces
(such as gas or electric burner or in a heated oven).

+ Do not abuse the cord. Never carry the appliance by the cord or yank it to
disconnect it from the outlet; instead, grasp the plug and pull to disconnect.

« When using an extension cord with your appliance, make sure the extension cord
is correctly wired, and rated for its use.

« This product is intended for household use only.

- Do not attempt to repair the appliance yourself; instead, take it to your
Black & Decker-owned or Authorized Service Centre for repair.

How to use your Toaster Oven:

Your new toaster oven has been designed for toasting, baking and broiling. Your toaster oven
should not be used for any other applications. This appliance is for indoor domestic use only.

Before first use, wipe the surface of the cooking plates with a damp cloth and dry with a cloth
or tissue. Then apply a light coating of butter, margarine or cooking fat to the cooking plate.

Operation:

1. Off (0)

2.Toast (Top elements on)
3. Broil (Lower elements on)
4. Bake (Both elements on)

5. Rotisserie (Top elements on)
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6. Rotisserie (Both elements on)

Toasting (top element only)

- Slide the shelf into one of the 3 available positions.
« Place the bread on the shelf.

- Set the function selector (5) to the “toast” setting.

« Set the thermostat (2) to the required temperature.

«Turn the timer to the required toasting time. If a time less than 10 minutes is required, turn
the dial past 10 minutes and then turn it back to the correct time. The oven will turn on
automatically with the timer.

« As soon as the cooking time has elapsed, cooking will automatically stop with an alarm.

« Moist or fresh breads may cause condensation to form on the door. This is normal and will
vary with the bread being toasted.

Baking (bottom element only)

- Slide the shelf into one of the 3 available positions.
« Place the food on the shelf.

« Close the oven door.

- Set the function selector (5) to the “bake” setting.

- Set the thermostat (2) to the required temperature.
« Set the timer (3) to the required baking time.

« Turn the timer to the required toasting time. If a time less than 10 minutes is required, turn
the dial past 10 minutes and then turn it back to the correct time. The oven will turn on
automatically with the timer.

- As soon as the cooking time has elapsed, cooking will automatically stop with an alarm.



Broiling (top & bottom elements)

- Slide the shelf into one of the 3 available positions.
- Place the food on the shelf.

+ Close the oven door.

- Set the function selector (5) to the “broil” setting.

« Set the thermostat (2) to the required temperature.

- Set the timer (3) to the required cooking time. If a time less than 10 minutes is required,
turn the dial past 10 minutes and then turn it back to the correct time. The oven will turn
on automatically with the timer. As soon as the cooking time has elapsed, cooking will
automatically stop with an alarm.

- Cook food carefully and remove when broiled and browned to your satisfaction.
« Do not preheat.

« Always use the shelf (11) and food tray (12) provided.

Fig. 9 — Rotisserie
Assembly:

Insert pointed end of the spit through one fork, making sure points of the fork face the same
direction as pointed end of the spit. Slide the fork towards the square

section of the spit and secure it with the thumbscrew. Push the spit

directly through the centre of the food. Fit the second fork into other

end of the spit, piercing the food with both forks, checking the food

is centred on the spit. Insert the pointed end of the spit into the drive

socket, located on right-hand side of the oven wall. Make sure the

square end of the spit rests on support on left-hand side of oven wall. Fork Spit

Rotisserie Operation

Place the food tray in the bottom of the Oven, directly under the food to be cooked.Preheat
oven as directed in recipe.

- Set temperature knob to high.

- The function selector (5) gives the option to use the upper and lower element, or the upper
element only to be used.

« Set the timer (3) to the required cooking time. If a time less than 10 minutes is required,
turn the dial past 10 minutes and then turn it back to the correct time. The oven will turn on
automatically with the timer.

« As soon as the cooking time has elapsed, cooking will automatically stop with an alarm.

- Food should always be checked 5-10 minutes before expected completion.

Tray positions

« Use the upper position for faster browning and broiling times, but be sure to allow at least 1
inch between the food and heating elements. Use the lower position for longer broiling times
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or for delicate foods when less browning is required.

« Do not cover the shelf with aluminium foil, as this tray prevents fats and juices from dripping
into the food tray and could cause the Oven to overheat.

« Open the door completely to pull out the shelf. Be sure to use protective gloves to prevent
burns.

HOW TO TAKE CARE OF YOUR TOASTER OVEN
Cleaning your oven
- Before cleaning, be sure the Oven is off, unplugged, and cool.
« Clean the outside and the inside appliance with a damp cloth.
- Make sure that the appliance is dry on the inside and the outside before use.
- Do not use any type of cleaning agent or cleaning pad unless recommended in this manual.
« A steam cleaner is not to be used to clean this appliance.
+ Do not touch the heating elements, even for cleaning.

- The best way to keep your Oven clean is to wipe away spills, spatters and crumbs after
each use.

CAUTION: Before cleaning the inside or outside of your Oven, always turn the Oven off,
unplug it and let it cool.

+ Only the shelf (11) food tray (12) & Crumb tray (14) are dishwasher-safe.

Glass door
«The Glass Door should be cleaned with a damp, sudsy cloth.
« Dry thoroughly before using the Oven.

« Do not use a spray glass cleaner.

Shelf, Crumb tray and Food tray

- Open the door, remove the food tray (12) & slide the shelf (11) and Crumb tray (14) from the
Oven.

- Wipe away crumbs and food spills with a slightly damp cloth.

« Wipe the crumb tray with a damp cloth. Be sure to dry it thoroughly before using the oven
again.

« Wash the cooled shelf in hot, sudsy water or in a dish washer. To remove stubborn spots,
use a polyester or nylon mesh pad.

« Metal, oven proof glass or glass ceramic bake-ware may be used in your Oven.

- Follow manufacturer’s instructions. When using deep ovenproof glass or glass ceramic
containers, make sure the top edge of the container is at least 1" away from the upper
heating elements.

« Many prepared frozen foods are packaged in non-metallic containers suitable for use in
microwave ovens as well as regular ovens. Check package instructions to determine if the
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container is suitable for use in a regular oven.

«When using these containers in a toaster oven, always allow oven to preheat for about 5
minutes placing the ingredients inside.

« Remove any plastic wrapping and plastic or cardboard covers which may be suitable for
use in microwave ovens only.

« Place the container holding the food to be cooked on the Oven Pan and cook per
instructions or until food is thoroughly heated.

« Never use these containers when broiling or top browning.

« Care must be taken when opening the appliance as hot air may escape on opening.

Some other items which should NEVER be used in your Toaster Oven:
- Glass lids on glass or metal bake-ware.

« Air-tight packages such as sealed pouches or unopened cans.

- Plastic wrapping or paperboard covers.

« Containers larger than those recommended (larger and higher containers will interfere with
air circulation).

- Containers with specific warnings against use in ovens.

Baking tips

« As with a full-size oven, frozen casseroles will require more cooking time than thawed
casseroles.

« Loosely cover tops of frozen casseroles with aluminium foil and uncover for the last 5
minutes to enhance browning.

- Be sure that the foil does not touch the heating elements.

Special Hints
- Allow adequate space around and above the appliance for ventilation

« Do not use solvents to clean the oven. Care must be taken when opening the appliance as
hot air may escape on opening.

- The door glass & the outside surfaces of the oven get very hot during use. Oil & other
cooking liquids may also get very hot during use. Always wear oven gloves when opening
the door & when removing trays from the oven. Care should be taken to avoid touching
heating elements inside the oven.

+ Do not allow children or any person unfamiliar with these instructions use this appliance.
Close supervision is required when using the appliance near children.

- Do not heat sealed containers such as cans, etc.
- Do not cover trays or other parts with metal foil as this may cause overheating.

« Surfaces may be hot during use and during the cool down period.



Protecting the environment

Equally, the warranty provisions do not apply
where the appliance has been serviced by a person not authorized by Black & Decker or serviced with
non-approved parts and this has contributed to the fault of the product. Superseded models without a
replacement equivalent will either be repaired or (at Black & Decker's discretion) replaced with another
product of similar retail value.
