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Notes on installation

< The unit is designed for 12V DC.

<+ Ifthe unit is used in your vehicle.Before installing the unit,make sure yourvehicle
is connected to DC 12V negative ground system.Make sure all the connections are

completely correct before turning on your unit.

<+ When replacing the fuse(s).the replacement must be of the same amperage as

shown on the fuse holder.
< Do not attempt to modify the unit,modifying the unit may cause an accident.

< Stop the vehicle before carrying out any operation that could interfere with your
driving.

< Do not work in extreme high or low temperature.Be sure the temperature inside

the vehicle is between +60 C and-10 C before turning on your unit.
< To enjoy optimum sound and images while playing,handle the discs as follows.

1. Handle the disc by its edge to keep the disc clean,and do not touch the
surface. (Shown as the picture).

2. Donotuse your CDs with paste residue or ink attached. (Shown as the picture).

Replacing the Fuse

3. Sound skips.
< The CD is dirty or damaged.
4. Noimages.
< The Video line from main unit ot the TV is not connected properly.
5. Images skip.
‘= Improper setting of the colour system.Set the color system to “PAL " or
“NTSC" according to the connected television.
6. When “AUX IN”,there is noise.
< You should insert the AV lines into the AUX IN JACK, otherwise the noise
occurred.
7. CD cannot be loaded.
< ACDisloaded in the mechanism.
