Similarly, moisture
may condense on the lens of the optical pickup, one of
the most important parts inside this unit.

» Moisture condensation can occur in the following sit-
uations:

— The unit is moved from a cold place to a warm
place.

— A heater is turned on, or cold air from an air con-
ditioner is hitting the unit.

— In the summer, when this unit is moved from an
air conditioned room to a hot and humid place.

— Theunitis used in ahumid place.

Do not use this unit when there’s the possibility of
moi sture condensation occurring. Doing so may dam-
age your discs and certain parts inside this unit.

If condensation does occur, remove all discs and
leave this unit turned on for two to three hours. By
thistime, the unit will have warmed up and any con-
densation will have evaporated. To reduce the risk of
condensation, keep this unit connected to awall out-
let.

Glossary

Analog audio

An electrical signal that directly represents sound. Com-
pare thisto digital audio which can be an electrical sig-
nal, but is an indirect representation of sound. See also

Dolby Digital

Using amaximum of 5.1 channels of audio,
this high quality surround system isused in many of the
finer movie theaters around the world.

MPEG audio

An audio format used on Video CDs and some DVD
discs.

MPEG video

Thevideo format used for Video CDs and DV Ds. Video
CD uses the older MPEG-1 standard, while DV D uses
the newer and much better quality MPEG-2 standard.

PBC (PlayBack Control) (Video CD only)

A system of navigating aVideo CD through on-screen
menus recorded onto the disc. Especially good for discs
that you would normally not watch from beginning to
end all at once—karaoke discs, for example.

PCM (Pulse Code Modulation)

The most common system of encoding digital audio,
found on CDs and DAT. Excellent quality, but requiresa
lot of data compared to formats such as Dolby Digital
and MPEG audio. For compatibility with digital audio
recorders (CD, MD and DAT) and AV amplifiers with
digital inputs, this unit can convert Dolby Digital, DTS
and MPEG audio to PCM. See also “Digital audio”.
