ELECTRICAL CONNECTION

RECOMMENDED GROUNDING METHODS

This appliance should be propery grounded for your safety.

The power cord of this appliance is equipped with a three-prong plug which mates with standard
three prong wall outlet to minimize the possibility of electric shock hazard from this appfiance.

* Do not, under any circumstances, cut or remove the third ground prong from power cord
supplied with this appliance.

* Use of extension cords are not recommended.

The location you choose should be away from heat sources like stove, heater, or radiator.

Avoid installing your refrigerator in humid places (like next to sinks).

LEVELING

Place your refrigerator on a floor strong enough to support it when fully loaded.
Make your refrigerator stand level by adjusting the legs provided in case of uneven dcors.

SETTING THE CONTROLS

Your refrigerator has only one control for regulating the temperature in the fresh fecd and in the
freezer compartment. It is located on the upper right side of the lower section.

When the refrigerator is plugged in for the first time, set the control to 3. Temperature control
adjustments range from 1 (warmest) to 8 (coldest).

In a day or two, you may decide if the control is set correctly. The sefting indcated above
should be correct for normal, household refrigerator usage. If you use the freezer section often,
set the control to 6. The number six setting is recommended for short term uszge only. The
controls will be set correctly when milk or juice is as cold as you like and when ice ~eam is firm.
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USE OF THE ICE CUBE TRAYS

An ice box is supplied together with an ice tray. For your ice requirements, fill approximately 3/4
of the fray after having washed it.

To eject ice cubes into the bucket provided, insert the ice tray and twist slightly until the pieces
of ice fall.

If cubes are not used, they may shrink. The longer cubes are stored, the smaller they get.

DEFROSTING

For the most efficient operation and mininum energy consumption, defrost freezer comparment
when there is excessive frost on the wall of the freezer section (or reaches a guarter inch
thick). If defrosting is not done for a long period of time (longer than 2 weeks) and the ice layer
on the freezer wall reaches over a quarter inch {1/4) thick, remove food stored in freezer
compartment and keep door open in order to defrost faster.

To start defrosting, push button at the center of the
temperature control knob. The compressor will stop running
and will autornatically re-start once ice is melted.

During the defrost operation, you may let the water fall into a
pot (see the sketch) by puliing the red discharge tab under
the defrost pan. In this case, you do not have to remove the
water collection tray.(Figure 3}

After the defrost operation, clean the water in the water
collecting tray.

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WATER COLLECTING TRAY

As seen in the figure below, you may place the water-collecting tray in the back or in the front, it
is possible to keep colder air in the lower part of cabinet by placing it in the back. (Figure 4)

CHANGING THE LIGHT BULB

Before removing the light bulb, either unplug the refrigerator or disconnect the electricity leading
to the refrigerator at the main power supply. Failure to do so could result in electrical shock or
persenal injury.

To change the refrigerator light:

1-Remove the bulb cover in front of the thermostat box. Notice there is a screw holding this
cover.

2-Remove bulb.

3-Replace with a 15 watt appliance bulb.

4-Reconnect refrigerator to power supply.

Note: Be sure to replace bulb with one of the same size and shape.

VACATION AND MOVING CARE
VACATION

Remove all the food if you are going for a month or more. Unplug the refrigerator and clean it.
Rinse well and dry. Keep doors open far enough for air to get in. This will keep odor and mold
from building up.

MOVING

Remove all food. Pack frozen in dry ice. Unplug the refrigerator and clean it thoroughly.

Take out all removable parts. Wrap all parts and tape them together so they do not shift and
rattle. Screw in the leveling legs and tape the doors shut.

Be sure refrigerator stays in upright position during actual moving and in van. Protect outside of
refrigerator with blanket.

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CLEANING YOUR REFRIGERATOR

Your unit should be cleaned about onge a month to prevent odors from building up.
Spills should be wiped out right away.

To clean your refrigerator, turn the temperature control to off, unplug it and take out all
removable parts, according to the following instructions.

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Changing Reversible Doors:

This refrigerator has been built with the door hinges on the right. If you wish to change the
opening direction, foliow instructions below.

1-Remove the upper rounded top (1). Using a sharp object, pry out the 2 plug buttons and
remove the 2 PHILLIPS screws (2). Remove the 2 PHILLIPS screws (3) which connect the upper
hinges to the upper rounded top and place itona padded surface to prevent scratching.

2.Remove the bolts (4) of the upper hinge. Carefully lift the door (5) and place iton a padded
surface to prevent scratching.

3. Remove the pivot fixing part (6) from the freezer section by using 2 screwdriver.
4- Remove the freezer section door (7) by taking off the freezer section door pivot {8).

5- Place the freezer section door (9) in its new place by turning it opposite of the previous
position.

6- Place the door pivot (10) of the freezer section in its place, then fit the pivot fixing part.

7. Remove the Kick plate (11) by taking out the screws at each side of it with a Philiips
screwdriver.

8- Remove the fower hinge (1 2) from the right side and transfer it to the left end.
9- Fit the kick plate (13) into its place.

10- Remove the door handle (14) by taking out the screws. Remove the piug buttons and
transfer them to the other side {(15).

11- Mount the door handle {16) to the other side.

12. Set the door (17) to its place making sure the hinge pin enters the bushing in the door
bottom section.

12- While holding the door in the closed position, loosely secure the upper hinge (18) using the
bolts removed in STEP 2.

14- Before tightening these bolts, make sure the top of the door is leve! with the cabinet top.
Avoid over-tightening these polts. Tighten both until they are just snug, then turn another
one-half turn. :

15- Replace the upper rounded top {19).

16- Tighten the upper rounded top screws (20) and press the plug buttons (21).

17- Fit and tighten the screws (22) which connect the upper hinges to the upper rounded top.
