e Always load well spun laundry. The
higher the spin speed the lower the
electricity consumption and the shorter the
drying time.

e DO NOT load dripping wet laundry into
the dryer. Roll the article in a towel or
spin to remove excess water.

e Close poppers and zips and fasten any
buttons.

e Sort the laundry. Separate synthetics from
cottons/linens, and dry separately.

e Remove the laundry immediately after the
programme has finished or select the Anti-
crease option.

e Use a fabric conditioning sheet to reduce
static. We recommend the sheet is pinned
to an article of laundry (using a safety
pin).

e Mix the load i.e. large and small articles.

e When drying items such as sheets, we
recommend you periodically stop the
dryer to redistribute the load.

DO NOT use the tumble dryer to dry the
following:

e Articles contaminated with inflammable
substances e.g. petrol, cleaning solvents,
cooking oil, fats or hair lacquer.

e Woollen and synthetic wool mixtures
unless the item is labelled as suitable for
tumble drying.

e Very delicate articles such as silk

e Very large and bulky items such as duvets
or sleeping bags.




OPERATING SEQUENCE

1. Loading the laundry

Open the door by pulling it outwards

Load the items one at a time, shaking
them out loosely.

Where possible mix the load, i.e. large
and small items.

Close the door.

Dry your hands and plug in the
appliance.

Use the programme guide to help you
select the correct drying time and
temperature.

The machine will now start working. It
will rotate in a clockwise direction, and
will periodically rotate anti-clockwise
for approximately 20 seconds, which
helps to prevent tangling.

To shorten a timed programme, turn the
time selector dial clockwise past the off
position until the correct time is
reached, bearing in mind that during
the last 12 minutes the dryer carries out
the cooling phase.

3. When drying is complete

o The machine stops automatically
* Remove the laundry

o Switch off the machine

E There is an automatic 12 minute cool

down period at the end of every cycle,
during which the heater is switched off.
This helps to minimise creasing.

MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

A Disconnect the appliance from the
electricity supply before carrying out any
maintenance or cleaning.

Never use abrasive cleaning products or
cleaning agents which contain bleach,
acetone, alcohol or methylated spirits.

External Cleaning

Periodically wipe the outside of the appliance,
using only water and a soft cloth. Dry thoroughly.

Cleaning the Lint Filter

Your dryer will only function well if the filter is
clean.

The filter collects fluff which accumulates during
drying and it must therefore be removed and
cleaned at the end of each programme.

To remove the filter:

e Pull the filter upwards and away from the
appliance.

e Remove any threads of fluff by hand or with
a soft brush

¢ Slide the filter back into position.

m Wash the filter occasionally in detergent
solution using a soft brush to remove any
small particles.

A The lint filter must be cleaned after every
drying cycle.

A Keep the air inlets at the front and back of
the appliance clear.

Cleaning the Door

Wipe the interior part of the door to remove any
fluff.

The condenser and ducting should be cleaned 3 or
4 times a year or more frequently if the dryer is in
constant use.

@ The condenser will discolour through use.
This will not affect the performance of the
appliance.

For maximum efficiency, the plates are
made from very thin aluminium and are
easily damaged. Do not try to poke
anything between the plates or use a hard
object or toll for cleaning. At all times,
handle the condenser carefully and avoid
crushing the plates.

Site Preparation

The GREEN & YELLOW wire must be
connected to the terminal in the plug which is
marked with the letter ‘E’ or by the earth symbol—?L
or coloured green or green and yellow.

The BLUE wire must be connected to the terminal
marked with the letter ‘N’ or coloured black.

The BROWN wire must be connected to the
terminal that is marked with the letter ‘L’ or
coloured red.

A A cut off plug inserted into a 13 amp
socket is a serious safety (shock) hazard.
Ensure that the cut off plug is disposed of
safely.

Door Reversal
Your dryer has a reversible door. To change the direction of the opening.
Proceed as follows:

(Fig 1) - Open the door
- Undo screw (A)
- Remove switch strike (B) and replace screw
- Remove hinge block screws (E)
- Remove door from hinge blocks

(Fig 2) - Remove hinge screws (F) and hinge (G)
- Refit to the opposite side as shown

(Fig 3) - Refit latch plate (D) and screws (C)
- Remove screw (H) at top of door and refit
switch strike (B) as shown
- Fit door to hinge blocks and secure with screws (E)
