INTRODUCTION

This product has many features for making its use more pleasant and enjoyable. Safety, performance, and dependability
have been given top priority in the design of this product making it easy to maintain and operate.

A WARNING: Some dust created by power sanding, sawing, grinding, drilling, and other construction activities
contains chemicals known to cause cancer, birth defects or other reproductive harm. Some examples of these
chemicals are:

PERSONAL SAFETY

Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use
common sense when operating a power tool.

When charging the screwdriver,
a red charge light will iluminate on the charger. This

red charge light will go off when the screwdriver is fully
charged.

NOTE: Batteries will not reach full charge the first time
they are charged. Allow several cycles (driving screws
followed by recharging) for them to become fully charged.
if the charger does not charge the screwdriver under
normal circumstances, return both the screwdriver and
charger to the nearest Sears or other qualified service
center for electrical check.

The screwdriver has a two-speed gear train designed for
LO or HI speeds. A slide switch is located on top of the
screwdriver to select either LO or HI speed. When using
screwdriver in the LO speed range, speed will decrease
and unit will have more power and torque. When using
screwdriver in the HI speed range, speed will increase and
unit will have less power and torque. When drilling use 1/4
in. hex shank drill bits only. Maximum drill size is 1/4 in.

Use the HI speed setting to drill holes, and use the LO
speed setting for driving screws.

BATTERIES

This tool is equipped with lithium-ion rechargeable batter-
ies, Length of service from each charging will depend on
the type of work you are doing.

The batteries in this product have been designed to pro-
vide maximum trouble-free life. However, like all batteries,
they will eventually wear out. Do not disassemble battery
pack and attempt to replace the batteries. Handling of
these batteries, especially when wearing rings and jewelry,
could resultin a serious burn.

To obtain the longest possible battery life, we suggest the
following:

B Remove the tool from the charger and unplug the
charger once it is fully charged and ready for use.

For tool storage longer than 30 days:

B Store the tool where the temperature is below 80°F.

B Store the tool in a “discharged” condition.
