When using the steam cleaner, basic safety precautions should always be
observed, including the following:

before use and test the steam mop on a discrete area of flooring to
begin with.

& WARNING: The steam cleaner unit and accessories get
very hot during operation.

DANGER OF SCALDING: Avoid contact with the steam.

Do not leave the steam cleaner unattended when plugged in.
Unplug it from socket when not in use.

To prevent electric shock do not use outdoors.

Not to be used as a toy. Close supervision is necessary when used
near children or the infirm.

Do not pull or carry by the cord, use the cord as a handle, allow the
cord to come into contact with hot or sharp surfaces or close a
door on the cord.

Do not handle the plug or steam cleaner with wet hands.

Do not put any objects into openings or operate with openings
blocked.

Do not use without the tank cap in place.

Turn off all controls before unplugging.

Do not attempt to remove blockages with sharp objects as they may
cause damage.

Allow steamer to cool an additional 5
minutes. After you have ensured steamer has cooled and pressure has been released the water tank lid should turn freely to
remove.

* The power cord may be damaged; if it is it must be
replaced by the manufacturer, or a Vax authorised
service agent.

Why is the steam cleaner not producing steam?

* Ensure that the mains power is switched on and the power

button has been pressed on the unit.

* There may be no water in the tank; please refer to the

operation section.

¢ Check that the safety latch has been unlocked on the
steam handle.

* Check that the unit has not been overfilled, as there must
be space in the tank for the water to heat. If overfilled the
unit will deliver little steam or water droplets.

* The water may not yet be at temperature; the green steam
ready indicator light will illuminate when the water is at
temperature and is ready to use.

e If the unit is producing a very small amount of steam,

check the variable steam power dial and adjust to max.
