Maps & Traffic: View a map of your immediate surroundings with information
about current traffic conditions.

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Tools

Alarm
This feature allows you to set an alarm to ring at a specific time.

The Stopwatch can measure time increments. It can also record lap
measurements.

Call Waiting: If a call comes in when you are already on a call, you will be notified
with a call waiting tone. The phone will display the caller’s phone number. If the
calleris in your Address Book, their name will display also.

Connection Settings

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Security Settings

Phone Password

A password can protect your phone and help prevent unauthorized use. When the
phone is password protected, it will ask for the password every time the phone is
turned on. Password protection is disabled by default, and the default password

is 0000.

From the home screen, select Main Menu > Settings > Security Settings >
Lock Settings > Phone Password to toggle password protection on and off.

From the home screen, select Main Menu > Settings > Security Settings > Change
Codes > Phone Password to change the phone'’s password.

PIN Code

APINis attached to a SIM card. If the SIM card is moved to another phone, the
same PIN will still be required in order to make calls. When you assign a PIN to
your SIM card, you will need to enter the PIN code when the phone is powered on.
Without the PIN code, the phone will only be able to make emergency calls.The
default PIN is assigned by the service provider.

From the home screen, select Main Menu > Settings > Security Settings >
Lock Settings > PIN Lock to enable or disable the PIN code.

From the home screen, select Main Menu > Settings > Security Settings >
Change Codes > PIN code to change the PIN code.

Note: If you change the PIN code, please remember the new number. If you enter
the wrong PIN code ten times in a row, the phone will lock the SIM card and prompt
you to enter a PUK code to unlockit.
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PIN2 and PUK Codes

PIN2 codes are used for some settings. To change the PIN2 code, use the same
procedure as outlined above for the PIN code.

A PUK code is the unlock code for the SIM card. This code can be used to unlock a

SIM card when you have entered the wrong PIN code 10 times. When you enter the
correct PUK code, you will be able to re-assign a new PIN code, after which the SIM

card can be used normally. Contact your service provider for more information.

A PUK code can only be entered 10 times in a row. If you enter the wrong PUK code
more than 10 times, the SIM card will be locked indefinitely.

Note: If a PUK code is supplied with your SIM card, store it securely.

Fixed Dialing
If you set Fixed Dialing Status to On, you can only dial numbers on the Fixed Dialing
Numbers list. You will need to enter your PIN2 code to use this feature.

Master Clear/Reset

The Master Clear function will clear all user data and reset the phone to factory
default settings. The Master Reset function will only reset the phone to factory
default settings.

AT&T Software Update

This function will automatically check for updated software for the phone. If
updated software is available, it will download and install the software.
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Customization

My Menu allows you to customize shortcuts to frequently used functions on
your phone. From the home screen, press the Left Soft Key for Go To. My Menu
displays the list of menu shortcuts.

TTY Mode

HAC (Hearing Aid Compatibility) Mode

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Care and Maintenance

General Care

Your handset contains delicate electronic circuitry, magnets, and a Lithium-lon
battery. You should treat it with care and give particular attention to the following
points:

- Do notallow the handset, battery, or accessories to come into contact with
liquids or moisture at any time. Do not immerse the handset in any liquid.

+ Do not place the handset alongside computer disks, credit cards, and other
magnetic media. The information contained on disks or cards may be affected
by the handset.

- Do not paint the handset.

- Do not leave the handset or the battery in places where the temperature could
exceed 113°F (45°C), for example, on a car dashboard or a windowsill, behind
glassin direct sunlight, etc.

- Do notremove the handset's battery while the handset is switched on.

+ Take care not to allow metal objects, such as coins or key rings, to contact or
short-circuit the battery terminals.

- Do not dispose of battery packs in a fire. You can dispose of the handset’s
Lithium-lon battery safely at a Lithium-lon recycling center.

- Do not put the handset’s battery in your mouth, as battery electrolytes may be
toxic if swallowed.

- Do not attempt to disassemble the handset or any of its accessories.
- Do not put a battery into a microwave oven, dryer, or high-pressure container.

- Do not connect a battery directly to an electrical outlet or the cigarette lighter
port of a car. Use only approved charging units.

The HAC setting
only improves the quality of sound transmitted through the earpiece; it does not
affect the speakerphone or a headset.

- Itisrecommended that you disable Bluetooth functionality when HAC mode is
inuse.

- HAC mode consumes additional battery power. Pay close attention to the
battery’s charge level when using HAC mode.

Caution: Do not turn on the HAC setting unless you use a hearing aid with a
telecoil. Using this setting without a hearing aid or with a hearing aid without a
telecoil may be harmful to your hearing.
