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About Compact Disc
Digital Audio...

To most people, u Compuct Disc (CD) looks like a small, silver
phonograph record. In fact, there are some important differences
between records and CDs.

The information on u phonoyruph record is contuined within its
grooves. This analog information is read by d stylus riding dlony in the
grooves und fransmitted via a curtridge. The digital information on u
CD. though arranged in similar grooves, is read by d laser mechanism
(cdlled u pickup). A phonograph's stylus
must be in contact with the record,

but a CD pluyer's pickup hever
touches the CD. The information
oh the CD is frunsmitted viu
complex decoder circuitry.

The CD rotutes
counterclockwise, aund the luser
pickup reuds the underside of the
CD (the side opposite the lubel)
beyinhing at the center und
travelling toward the outer edge.

decreuses from 500 to 200 revolutions per minute.

Programs on CDs dre orgunized into fracks, usudlly corresponding to
sonhys or movements. This dllows the user to eusily und precisely select
a part of u progrum with virtudlly no wear and tear on the CD. There

Front panel
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1 standby
When the master power switch on the redar panelis in the "1" (on)
position, pressing this button takes the PCD 3/PDT 3 out of
“standby” mode, turhs the Display on, and makes the PCD 3/PDT 3
ready to play a CD. Pressing the button agdin puts the
PCD 3/PDT 3 in standby mode und cledrs any previously
progrummed sequence of selections. (See "Reur punel" uand "Set-
up und installation.”)

2 play
After a CD is louded into the drawer, pressing this button beygins
play with the first frack on the CD (or the first track in a
programmed seyuence).

While a CD is playing, pressing this button suspends play; pressing it
aguin resumes play at the point where pause wus first pressed.

The LED ubove the pause button lights while play is suspended.

next

Pressing this button while a CD is playinyg suspends play, “skips” to
the next track on the CD (or the next track in a progrummed
seqyuence), und beyins playing that track.

Pressing next before play beyins skips o the beyinning of the next
frack; pressing play begins playing that track.

prev

Like the next button, pressing prev while a CD is playing suspends
play, “skips” to the previous track on the CD (or the previous frack
in a programmed seyuence), und beyins playing that track.

Pressing prev before play beyins skips to the beyinning of the
previous track; pressing play begins playing that track.

progm

Pressing this button after muking u selection (using next, prev, next
index, prev index, or the humbered buttons on the Remote
Control) enters it us part of u progrummed seqyuence. (See
"Programming.")

The LED ubove the progm button will flush while you ussemble G
program. This LED will remuin lighted dafter an entry is made und
while u sequence is playing.

>>
Holding this button down during play moves the luser pickup
towurd the end of the CD.

During seurch, the pickup moves ut three different speeds,
increusing in speed the lonyer you hold down the >> button. At
the first two sedrch speeds, the volume is reduced; ut the fustest
sedrch speed, the volume is muted completely.

When you releuse >>, play resumes.

If the CD in play has indexes, pressing this button skips the laser
pickup to the next index on the CD, uand the index humber oh the
Display will increase.

Pressing this button before or during play causes dll tracks on the
CD (or dll selections in a programmed seyuence) to repeat
indefinitely.

drawer
Pressing this button opens the drawer; pressing it uguin closes the
drawer,

Pressing drawer while a CD is playing stops play, cledrs any
previously progrummed seyuence of selections, und opens the
drawer,

NEVER hold onto the drawer while it's in motion (either openinyg or
closingy). If you uccidentdlly prevent the drawer from openiny, wuit
ubout three seconds, then press drawer twice to open it. If you
uccidentdlly prevent the drawer from closing, it will open ugdin
uffer ubout three seconds. Press drawer uguin to close it.

This LED will light when a function is entered incorrectly.

Display
This window displays information ubout frack, index, and elapsed
time. (See "Display.")

Remote sensor window

This window receives the infrared signuls from the Remote Control,
dllowing remote operution. Muke sure that this window is not
blocked. (See "Remote Control.")

Drawer
The drawer contuins the fray that holds the CD during play. Its
operation is controlled by the drawer button.
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TRACK
Before play beyins, this part of the Display shows the totdal number
of tracks on the CD.

During play, this part of the Display shows the number of the frack
in play.

While play is suspended using pause, it shows the track that was
playing when play was suspended.

INDEX
Before play, this part of the Display is blank.

Each of these buttons (1 - 9) performs the saume function s its
counterpurt on the front panel. (See “Front punel.”)

Numbered buttons
These buttons muy be used to select tracks when programming u
seyuence of tracks.

To set up your Proceed PCD 3/PDT 3, you'll heed:

A soft cloth or towel (step 2)

A flat-bladed (stundurd) screwdriver (step 5)
A puir of audio cubles (step 9), or

A single audio cuble (step 100r 11)

Three AAA butteries (step 16)

1. Mdke sure that the unit is unplugged from the AC power supply
und disconnected from your receiver, infeyrated umplifier, or
preumplifier,

2. Pluce the unit upright on u flat, stable surface. Carefully fip it so it
rests on its side; protect its finish with a soft cloth.

3. The PCD 3/PDT 3 is shipped so thut it rests solidly on two wide "feet,’
positioned under the front and buck of the unit,

You may want to explore the potentidl sonic advantages of
installing the specidlly designed "spikes" supplied with the unit. One
arrangement is to instdll the spikes under the corners of the unit:

DONT'T place the Proceed PCD 3/PDT 3 on top of unother
component, since its buse could block the other component’s
ventildtion. Interfering with the PCD 3/PDT 3's ventilution or that of
unother component could cuuse either to overhedt, resulting in
damuage to your system.

. Before making any audio connections, make sure that power is

turned off to both the PCD 3/PDT 3 and your receiver, infegrated
amplifier, or preamplifier/power amplifier.

m The yudlity of the cubles und connectors that you use with your
Proceed Proceed PCD 3/PDT 3 cun hoticedbly uffect the gudlity
of the sound that you hedr from your speukers or heudphones.
For the best performunce, use the highest quulity audio cubles
avdiluble. Though there are mauny such cubles to choose from,
we confidently recommend Madrigal HPC cables (for andloy
signals) und Madrigal MDC (for electrical digital signals). See
your Proceed dedler for more information.

m The Proceed PCD 3 provides bulanced anuloy output by way
of stundurd three-pin XLR-type connectors. This provides the
highest yuadlity connection und, therefore, the best sound.
Terminuted with the proper connector, bulunced input on un
amplifier or power amplifier minimizes the chance of
“coloration” of the sound due to cabling. If you're unfamiliar
with balanced interconnection und how it works with your
audio system, see your Proceed deduler for more information.

For instructions on connecting the PCD 3's bulunced or
unbulunced unuloy outputs to your audio system, see step 9.

For instructions on connecting the PCD 3's digital output to your
audio system, see step 10.

For instructions on connecting the PDT 3's digital outputs to your
audio system, see step 11.

. Using a puir of high-gudility audio cuables, connect the left and right

outputs of the PCD 3 to the left and right *CD” inputs of your
receiver, infeyruted umplifier, or preumplifier. Make sure to
conhnect the left output of the PCD 3 to the left input of the
receiver, inteyruted amplifier, or preumplifier, and likewise for the
right channel.

If your receiver, integrated amplifier, or preamplifier doesn’t have
inputs specificully lubelled "CD,” use the input lubelled "AUX,” or
any other line-level input hot beiny used by unother component.
NEVER connect the PCD 3's bulanced or uhbalanced outputs to
PHONO inputs.

Set the master power switch on the rear panel to the "1" (on)
position, and dllow the PCD 3/PDT 3's circuitry to stubilize for severdl
minutes before operauting it.

Note: The PCD 3/PDT 3 won't achieve its sonic potentidal right away
— sohic performunce is close to the optimum ufter 350 hours (or
ubout two weeks of hormal use). For the best performance, you
may leuve it powered ut dll times, except when you won't be using
it for a lony period (see "Important Sufety Instructions").

The PCD 3/PDT 3 muy be turned on und off without affecting its
longevity. When it is turned on ufter beiny left unpowered, dllow
about ohe hour before expecting optimal sonic performance.

After muking dll connhections und turning the master power switch
on, turn on the other components in your system.

NEVER operate the master power switch without first making sure
that power is turned off to your receiver, integrated amplifier, or
preumplifier/power amplifier.

Remove the cover of the Remote Control’s buttery compartment
by sliding it in the direction of the arrow.

Insert three AAA butteries uccording to the + und = symbols on the
bottom of the buttery compartment. Repluce the buttery
compurtment cover.

NEVER hold onto the drawer while it’s in motion (either opening or
closing). If you auccidentdlly prevent the drawer from openiny, wuit
ubout three seconds, then press drawer twice to open it.

3. Loud a CD into the drawer, label side up. Hundle the CD by the
outer edges only; if necessary, support it with your index finger at
the center hole.

4. Close the drawer by pressing drawer again.,

Note: If you uccidentdlly prevent the drawer from closing, it will
open uyuin ufter ubout three seconds. Press drawer uguin to close

it.

In u few seconds, the Display will show the totul hnumber of fracks
and their fotal playing time. The CD is how ready for play.

To play dll tracks on a CD, press play. All tracks will play in order. Play
will stop automatically at the end of the CD.

To beyin play with a frack other thun the first track:
1. Before pressing play, press next until the number of the desired
tfrack shows oh the Display. If you puass the track you want to play,

you cun “buck up” by pressing prev.

You muy dlso select the track using the humbered buttons on the
Remote Control.

2. Press play to beyin playing that track (followed by the remaining
tfracks on the CD).

To return to the beyginning of a track while it is playing, press play. Play
will be suspended briefly, then that track will replay followed by the
remaining fracks on the CD.

You may skip o another track any time while a CD is playing. To move
to unother track, press next (to go forward) or prev (to go buckward)
until the number of the frack you want to play shows on the Display.
(You may dlso select the track using the numbered buttons on the
Remote Control.) Play will resume us sooh us the pickup reuches that
track.

You may seurch for a particular pussage on the CD using >> and <<,
Scun the CD until the luser pickup reuches the pussuyge you wunt to
hear. (If a CD hus indexes, you may dlso press next index und use the
index humbers on the Display us u guide.) Remember that the sedrch
speed increuses the longer you hold down >> or <<. As soon us you
releduse the button, play resumes.

If you scuh pust the beginning or end of a frack, the laser pickup will
move on to the previous (or next) track (unless u programmed
sequence is pluying — see “"Programming”).

If you try to scun forward pust the end of the CD, the luser pickup will
stop five seconds before the end of the lust track und the error LED will
flash. When you release >>, play will continue with the last track.

If you try to scun backward past the beyinning of the CD, the luser
pickup will stop ut the beyinning of the first track und the error LED will
flash. When you releuse <<, the CD will play beyinning with the first
track.

If o CD hus indexes, you may beygin play in the middle of a track:

1. Using next und prev (or using the humbered buttons on the
Remote Control), select u track humber.

2. Press next index to move forward to the point in the tfrack where
you want to beyin play. Hold the button down to go forward
yuickly; press und releuse it to go forward slowly.

3. Press play to beyin play at the index you selected.

To repeut dll fracks on a CD, press repeat before play or while a CD is
playing. The LED dabove the repeat button will light while this function is
active. The CD will continue to repeut until you press repeat aguin or
press stop.

To stop play before the end of the CD, press stop. The Display will show
the total number of fracks and their tfotdl playing time. You may dlso
stop play by pressing drawer. In this cuse, play will stop und the drawer
will open.

Programming

In "Busic operdtion,” you learned how to play tracks as ordered oh the
CD. In this section, you’ll learn how to:

m Enfer und play u program of up to twenty tracks or indexes, in
any order;

Play d program;

Replay u selection;

Skip to another selection in a program;

Find a puarticular passage in the program;

Suspend play using the “pause” function;

Repeut un entire program;

Stop play; and

Erase the memory.

Rather than playing an entire CD, you may choose to play only
certuin selections. To do this, you'll hneed to creute u “progyrum” and
store it in the PCD 3/PDT 3's memory. The memory will accept up to
twenty entries.

Entering u program is possible only before play beyins.
To enter U proyram:

1. Loud a CD into the drawer, and wdit for the Display to show the
total number of tracks aund their total playing time. (See “Busic
operution.")

2. Select the first frack or index in your program using the next, prev,
next index, und prev index, or the humbered buttons on the
Remote Control. (See “Busic operution.”) The LED dbove the
progm button will flash while you're making your selection.

3. Enter your selection info memory by pressing progm. The LED
ubove the progm button will light and the Displauy will show "P."

Note: You must press progm within five seconds ufter muking u
selection, or the selection won’t be entered into the memory.

4., Select und enter the rest of the program (up to twenty selections)
by repedting steps 2 und 3, muking sure to press progm dfter each
selection.

5. To beyin playing the program, press play. The LED ubove the
progm button will light and the "P" will disappedar from the Display.

To return to the beyinning of u selection while it is playing, press play.
Play will be suspended briefly, then that selection will replay followed
by the rest of the selections in the program.

Tracks
that aren’t included in the program are skipped.

If you use the humbered buttons on the Remote Control to select u
frack that isn’t part of the current program, the error LED will flash.

You muy seurch for u purticular pussage in the program using the >>
and << buttons. Scan the program until the laser pickup reaches the
pussage you want to hear. Remember that the sedrch speed
increuses the longer you hold down >> or <<. As soonh us you reledse
the button, play resumes.

If you try to scun forward pust the end of u selection, the laser pickup
will stop five seconds before the end of the track, the error LED will
flush. When you releuse the >> button, the program will continue.

If you scun pust the beyinning of u selection, the luser pickup will stop
ut the beyinning of the frack und the error LED will flush. When you
releuse <<, the program will confinue.

To suspend play while a program is playing, press pause. The LED
above the pause button will flush while play is suspended. To resume
play, press pause uydin,

To hold play dtf the beyinning of u proyram (for fuster cueiny), press
pause before pressing play. The LED dbove the pause button will flush
while play is susppended. To beyin play, press pause uguin,

To repeut dll selections in U proyrum, press repeat while the program is
playing. The LED ubove the repeat button will light while this function is
active. The program will continue to repeut until you press repeat
agdin or press stop.

To stop play before the end of the proygram, press stop. Pressing stop
eruses the proygram from the memory. (If the program is dllowed to
finish, it is retuined in the memory.)

You may dlso stop play by pressing drawer. In this case, play will stop,
the program is erased from the memory, and the drawer will open.

To suspend pluay while u program is playing without erasing the
program from the memory, press pause.

Care and maintenance

To clean your PCD 3/PDT 3, use u soft cloth moistened with pldain wdater.
Don’t upply water, dusting sprays, solvents, abrusives, or cleuning fluids
directly to the cubinet.

Make sure that the remote sensor window on the front panel of the
unhit and the Remote Control’s projection lens are kept clean and dust-
free.

Fluorescent lighting in the listening area may interfere with the
operution of the Remote Control. Avoid placing the PCD 3/PDT 3 neur
fluorescent lumps.

When the Remote Control’s batteries heed to be replauced, use only
1.5V AAA butteries; always replace dll three bdatteries at the sume
fime. If you don‘t plan 1o use the Remote Control often, remove the
butteries. When hot used for un extended period, even “leuk-proof”
butteries cun leuk corrosive ucids that will dumage the Remote
Control.

A CD, handled carefully, will last indefinitely. A warped, dusty, or
scrutched CD cuh cuuse playbuck problems or may sound noisy.

Handle a CD by the outer edyges only; if necessary, support it with your
index finger ut the center hole. Don’t touch the bofttom (uhprinted)
side of the CD, und never upply stickers or lubels to either side of the
CD.

If o CD becomes dirty, use a silicone-treated cloth (like those mude for
cleuning cameru lenses) or u special CD cleuniny kit. Don’t use
solvents, unti-static fluids, or cleuners mude for cleuning phonoyraph
records.

When you're finished playing a CD, dlways return it 1o its plastic cuse.
Store your CDs where they wonh’t be exposed to direct sunlight, high
humidity, or extremely high or low temperatures.

The PCD 3/PDT 3 ish’t plugyed into the power supply (either a
wdll socket or u convenience outlet on your receiver,
integrated amplifier, or preumplifier).

The wull socket, adupter, extension cord, or convenience
ouftlet is faulty. Check dll connectionhs.

There's u tripped circuit breuker or blown fuse in the wdall
ouflet’s circuit.

The PCD 3/PDT 3's fuse is blown (contuct your Proceed dedier).

2. The PCD 3/PDT 3 won’t play a CD inserted in the player.

The CD is inserted upside downh.
