Thank you for purchasing this high-quality Rocketfish system, which represents the state of the art in 
60 GHz wireless transceiver design, and gives you complete freedom while enjoying your music or 
movies without the limitations of cables.
The system has a maximum transmission range of up to approximately 30 feet line-of-sight (within 
the same room), and can be used with your HDMI-compatible home theater components, gaming 
systems, or computer. Please note that the 60 GHz frequency will not penetrate walls, so this product 
is not to be used to transmit AV signals from one room to another.
This User Guide explains how to correctly install, operate, and get the best performance from your 
WirelessHD kit. Read this guide carefully before installing your system, and save it for future reference.

Setting up the WirelessHD Kit
Setup tips:

- The transmitter and receiver are pre-paired at the 
factory.
- Test the placement of the transmitter and receiver for 
a good signal prior to permanently mounting or 
installing everything.
- For best performance and range, use the included 
receiver mounting bracket to mount the receiver 
vertically on the wall next to the TV (NOT behind the 
TV) or upside-down on the ceiling next to the projector, 
ensuring that the Rocketfish and WiHD logos can be 
seen from the position in the room where the 
transmitter will be located.

- Use only good quality high-speed HDMI cables for all 
connections, such as Rocketfish brand cables. Poorly 
constructed HDMI cables can negatively impact 
performance and may not support all of the features 
included with your connected source devices.
- Do not place the transmitter or receiver inside a 
cabinet or other location where they will not have a 
clear view of the room.

Refer to the following setup diagrams to 
arrange your transmitter and receiver. For 
best performance the transmitter and 
receiver should face each other, with the 
receiver mounted vertically to the wall next to 
the TV (not behind the TV) or upside-down 
on the ceiling next to the project, ensuring 
that the Rocketfish and WiHD logos can be 
seen from the position in the room where the 
transmitter will be located.

Note: The transmitter and receiver must be located 
within the same room. The wireless signal will not pass 
through walls, floors, or ceilings.

1 SLEEP button -Press to put the WirelessHD receiver and transmitter into sleep 
mode; or to "wake" them up from sleep mode if they do not automatically do so 
on their own (this functionality varies by brand and model of connected 
components). Be sure to point the remote toward the transmitter. Once the 
transmitter wakes up, the receiver automatically wakes up as well.

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Connecting the WirelessHD transmitter 
and receiver

To connect the WirelessHD transmitter and receiver:
1 Connect up to 4 HDMI enabled source 

components, such as a Blu-ray/DVD player, 
cable/satellite box, gaming console, laptop, 
etc., to the HDMI input jacks on the transmitter, 
using high-speed HDMI cables.

2 Connect the display device, such as a TV or 
projector, to the receiver with a high-speed 
HDMI cable.

3 Connect the AC power adapters to the 
transmitter and receiver and to power outlets.
Note: The included AC adapters are labeled “Receiver” 
and “Transmitter,” to ensure that the correct adapter is 
used for each device.

4 Power on your TV or projector and switch to 
the HDMI input that the WirelessHD receiver is 
connected to.

5 Power on at least one source component that 
is connected to the WirelessHD transmitter.

6 Power on the WirelessHD transmitter and 
receiver. The HDMI input port LED on the 
transmitter should light continously (stop 
blinking) to indicate that the desired input is 
selected with active video. If this selection does 
not occur automatically, please use the 
included remote control or HDMI Select Switch 
on back of the transmitter to select the desired 
input port. See step 5 in “Using the WirelessHD 
Kit” section on page 7.
Note: The transmitter and receiver are pre-paired and 
should discover each other shortly after being powered 
on. However, should you experience an excessively 
long delay (over five minutes) for the link to be 
established, press the HDMI/WVAN switch on the back 
of the transmitter for at least three seconds to establish 
the link (the receiver must also be powered on during 
this process).

Mounting the receiver on a wall
For best performance, mount the receiver on 
the wall next to the TV (or on the ceiling next 
to a projector), with a clear view of the room. 
It should NOT be mounted behind the TV or 
projector. Try positioning the receiver above, 
below, or next to the TV or projector and 
check for best signal quality before securing 
the mounting bracket to the wall or ceiling.
If mounting the receiver on the wall or ceiling 
is not an option for your installation, the 
receiver can be placed on a flat surface, but 
the operating range may be reduced.

To mount the receiver on a wall:
1 Place the included receiver mounting bracket 

on the wall or ceiling in the desired location 
and mark the holes with a pencil.
Note: The mounting location should be within the 
length of the included power cord to an available AC 
outlet.

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2 Using appropriate wall anchors and screws 
(not included) for the type of wall or ceiling 
where the receiver will be mounted, securely 
attach the receiver mounting bracket to the 
wall.

3 Mount the receiver onto the mounting bracket 
by sliding the slots on the bottom of the 
receiver downward onto the tabs on the 
bracket.

Using the WirelessHD Kit
Upon completion of the setup process and successful 
linking of the WirelessHD transmitter and receiver, follow 
these steps to use the WirelessHD kit:

1 Power on the TV or projector that the 
WirelessHD receiver is connected to and switch 
to the corresponding HDMI input.

2 Power on the WirelessHD receiver.
3 Power on the source component you wish to 

view.
4 Power on the WirelessHD transmitter.
5 Switching the WirelessHD transmitter to the 

correct HDMI input:
Note: When switching between the four HDMI ports, it is 
normal for the switching to take an average of about 
10 seconds (sometimes up to 20 seconds). The 
WirelessHD receiver will output a black video screen at 
480p (720 x 480) resolution @ 60Hz with no audio 
during the switching process.

• The WirelessHD transmitter may 
automatically switch to the HDMI port of 
the source device that is most recently 
powered on (depending on the type of 
source component that is connected).  If it 
does not automatically switch to the 
correct HDMI port, or you want to switch to 
a different HDMI port for another source 
device, follow one of the following steps:
• Press the corresponding button on the 

included remote control (HDMI 1-4) to 
switch the WirelessHD transmitter to the 
HDMI port for the source device you wish 
to view (be sure to point the remote at 
the WirelessHD transmitter).

• If you have misplaced the remote control, 
or do not wish to use it, you can also 
quickly press the HDMI SW button on the 
back of the WirelessHD transmitter to 
sequentially toggle through the four 
HDMI ports.

Note:  Be sure to quickly press the HDMI SW button for 
less than one second to switch HDMI ports. If you hold 
this button down for three seconds or more, the 
transmitter will search for a different receiver and you 
may lose the connection between the transmitter and 
receiver.  If this happens, press and hold the HDMI SW 
button again for at least three seconds to re-establish 
the link between the WirelessHD transmitter and 
receiver.

• If your TV or projector and source devices 
support CEC (consumer electronics 
control), you will see the available 
connected devices on the Input screen of 
the TV or projector.  Simply select the 
device you wish to view by selecting it 
from this on-screen list.  Refer to the 
documentation that came with your 
devices to verify if CEC is supported; often 
marketed under different trade names, 
including: Anynet+ (Samsung); Aquos 
Link (Sharp); BRAVIA Sync (Sony); 
HDMI-CEC (Hitachi); Kuro Link (Pioneer); 
CE-Link and Regza Link (Toshiba); RIHD 
(Remote Interactive over HDMI - Onkyo); 
SimpLink (LG); HDAVI Control, EZ-Sync, 
VIERA Link (Panasonic); EasyLink (Philips); 
NetCommand for HDMI (Mitsubishi); 
INlink (Insignia).

6 To turn the WirelessHD kit off, perform one of 
the following steps:
• Power off your TV or projector and source 

devices - when the WirelessHD transmitter 
and receiver have not detected a signal, 
they will automatically go into sleep mode. 

Note: When the WirelessHD transmitter and receiver go 
into sleep mode, the power and link status LEDs on 
both units will blink slowly.

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Also note: Some HDMI source devices like TiVo 
set-top-boxes have no easy way to shut them off.  The 
automatic HDMI port selection feature in the 
WirelessHD transmitter will therefore always select 
such an always-on source and will always keep the 
WirelessHD transmitter connected to the receiver.  In 
this case please use steps below.

• Manually place the WirelessHD 
transmitter into sleep mode by pressing 
the SLEEP button on the included remote 
control (be sure to point the remote 
toward the WirelessHD transmitter).

• Turn the power switch on the WirelessHD 
transmitter and receiver to the OFF 
position.

7 To return the WirelessHD transmitter and 
receiver from sleep mode to on, perform the 
following steps:
a) Power on the TV or projector, and switch it to 
the HDMI input with which the WirelessHD 
receiver is connected.
b) Power on the source device you wish to view 
that is connected to the WirelessHD 
transmitter.
Note: Depending on the brands/models of devices you 
have connected, the WirelessHD transmitter and 
receiver may automatically return from sleep mode 
and re-establish their link. If this does not happen with 
your devices, use the SLEEP button on the included 
remote control to manually return the WirelessHD 
transmitter and receiver from sleep mode.

HDMI-CEC (Consumer Electronics 
Control) support
For best operation, connect sources which are 
HDMI-CEC capable (DVD, Blu-ray player, and 
so on) to your WirelessHD transmitter.  If your 
TV is also HDMI-CEC (v1.3a or newer) capable, 
your TV's OSD (on-screen display) should let 
you select any of the HDMI-CEC source 
devices connected to the WirelessHD 
transmitter adapters on the WVAN.
Turning off an HDMI-CEC enabled TV sends a 
broadcast message to all wired HDMI and 
WirelessHD source devices, giving them the 
opportunity to power off automatically (if 
they support HDMI-CEC and this option is 
enabled in the device's settings).  
Similarly, when an HDMI-CEC enabled source 
device (such as a Blu-ray player) is connected 
to the WirelessHD transmitter and the 
WirelessHD receiver is connected to an 
HDMI-CEC enabled TV, pressing the Play 
button on the Blu-ray player's remote does 
the following:

• Turns on the Blu-ray player
• Establishes a WirelessHD connection from the 

Transmitter to the Receiver
• Turns on the TV
• Switches the TV to the proper HDMI input 

connected to the WirelessHD Receiver, so that 
the video and audio from the player is seen on 
the TV 

Again, proper HDMI-CEC support is required 
on both the source and the display.
Note that the HDMI-CEC standard (Rev 1.4a) 
supports a maximum of three CEC playback 
devices that can be directly displayed by 
name on a CEC-enabled display. If a fourth 
HDMI-CEC-enabled source is connected to 
the WirelessHD transmit adapter, it will not 
show up by name on the HDMI-CEC TV. In this 
case, the device must be selected using the 
included remote control or by quick presses 
(less than 1 second) of the HDMI SW switch on 
the back of the transmitter until the desired 
HDMI input is selected.
Also note that if your HDMI-CEC TV is capable 
of displaying the CEC names of your 
HDMI-CEC sources AND switching between 
them (using your TV remote via the TV's input 
selection menu), you should be able to use 
the TV remote control to switch from your 
WirelessHD transmitter to other WirelessHD 
source devices in the same room. However, if 
your TV does not support changing between 
HDMI-CEC sources that are connected to a 
wireless or wired HDMI switch, you will need 
to power on/off the WirelessHD function on 
your sources to switch between them.  For 
example, without full TV support for CEC 
source switching, you may need to power off 
the Rocketfish WirelessHD transmitter in 
order to be able to switch to a laptop with 
embedded WirelessHD.  Switching back to the 
WirelessHD transmitter may require disabling 
the WirelessHD function on the laptop and 
will require powering on the WirelessHD 
transmitter.

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Troubleshooting

• For best performance, mount the receiver on the wall next to the TV 
(or on the ceiling next to a projector) with a clear view of the room. It 
should NOT be mounted behind the TV or projector. Try positioning 
the receiver above, below or next to the TV/projector and check for 
best signal quality before securing the mounting bracket to the wall 
or ceiling.

• The power LED on the transmitter and the receiver will blink 
continuously while the transmitter is not linked to the receiver. This 
can be caused by the receiver being located too far away from the 
transmitter. The maximum line-of-sight range is approximately 30 ft. 
(9.1 m). Try re-positioning the transmitter and receiver units so they 
are within the specified operating range. First try to get the units to 
link with each other at 3 ft. (1 m) (to prove that they are working 
properly with your equipment). Then try moving them further apart 
to the desired locations.

• Materials may be blocking the 60 GHz radio frequency beam from the 
transmitter to the receiver. This beam can pass through many cabinet 
materials such as glass and wood (depending on thickness and 
density of the materials), but it cannot pass through doors, shelves, or 
components that are made of metal. Try positioning the transmitter 
and receiver so that they are not blocked by metal.

• Either the receiver or transmitter is not powered on. Be sure the AC 
adapter is securely connected and each unit is powered on correctly.

• Power cycle both the transmitter and receiver by unplugging then 
plugging them back in.

• Panasonic TVs: If your TV is made by Panasonic and you cannot 
connect with your WiHD adapters, use the TV settings menu to 
disable the Viera-Link (CEC) feature. Viera-Link can have problems 
connecting through HDMI switches such as the switch built into the 
WiHD transmitter.

• Deep Color 3D Blu-Ray or Game Console Sources: If you can connect 
with 2D content, but you lose your connection when playing 3D 
content from the same source, disable the “Deep Color Output” 
feature for the HDMI output on your Blu-ray Disc Player or PlayStation 
3 game console. Here are the steps for changing this on a PS3 starting 
from the main menu:
• Go to -> Settings -> Display Settings -> Deep Color Output. 
• Change the HDMI setting from Automatic (default) to Off. 
• Also verify that you are using known good HDMI cables that 

support 3D when the 3D HDMI source is connected directly to the 
TV by your HDMI cable.

• HDMI's CEC function, which is supported by the WirelessHD Kit, is not 
standard across all brands of consumer electronics. If your original 
remotes do not operate your components when pointed at the TV, 
projector, or transmitter, you will need to continue to point your 
remotes towards the components themselves, regardless of where 
they are located in the room.

• Make sure that fresh batteries are installed in your remote controls.
• Make sure that you are pointing the remote control at the correct 

device. The WirelessHD Kit remote input must be pointed at the 
transmitter, not at the receiver.

• If the power LEDs on the transmitter and receiver are blinking, the 
adapters are not linked. See “Receiver will not link to Transmitter” 
troubleshooting steps above.

• If the power LED on the transmitter and receiver are solid (not 
blinking), the adapters are linked such that video and audio sent into 
the transmitter should be output from the receiver. Therefore, the TV 
or Projector may not be set to the HDMI input jack that the 
WirelessHD Receiver unit is connected to. Refer to the documentation 
provided with your TV or Projector for information on how to select 
the correct input.

• The source component (Blu-ray/DVD player, cable/satellite box, etc.) 
is not powered on and/or set enable the HDMI output. Refer to the 
documentation provided with your source component for information 
on switching that component to the HDMI output.

• The transmitter is set to the incorrect HDMI port. Switch the 
transmitter to the correct HDMI port for the component you want to 
view with either the included remote control, or the HDMI SW switch 
on the back of the transmitter.

• Make sure that you are using high speed certified HDMI cables for all 
connections and that all cable connections are secure. We 
recommend high quality Rocketfish HDMI cables, available at your 
local Best Buy or Future Shop store.

• Troubleshoot by connecting the HDMI cable directly from the HDMI 
source to the HDMI display (bypassing the Rocketfish adapters) to 
verify that audio/video is available. Try both the HDMI source side 
cable (connected originally to the transmitter) as well as the display 
side cable (connected originally to the receiver) to verify that you do 
not have a defective cable.

• Make sure that your content (i.e., Blu-ray or DVD disc) is original. 
HDMI includes HDCP copy protection, which prevents playback of 
illegally copied movies.
