Do not attermpt 1o shred or chip any material other than
vegetation found in a normal yard (i.e., branches,
feaves, twigs, ete)

The chipper-shredder is designed lor three differant

& Leaves and small branches up to 1/2" diameter can
be fed inte the hopper assembly when it is in the
raised position See figure 10 ) it becomes
necessary to push material into the chipper-
shredder, use a smali diameter stick—NOT YOUR
HANDS The stick should be small enough that it
will be ground up if gets into the impeller assembly

IMPORTANT: There is a flail screen located inside the
housing in the discharge area I the flail screen
becomes clogged, remove and clean as instructed in
the Service and Adjustments section on page 13. For
best performance, it is importani to keep the shredding
blade and the chipper blades sharp |f the composition
of the material being discharged changes (becomes
siringy, etc.) or if the rate at which the material is
discharged slows down considerably, it is likely that the
shredding blade and/or chipper blades are dull and

need to be sharpened or replaced Refer to Service and
Adjustments saction, page 13

ENGINE
LUBRICATION

Check engine oil lavel regularly—approximately every
five hours of operation and before sach usage. Stop
engine and walt several minutes before checking ot
ievel. With engine tevel, the oil must be to FULL mark
on dipstick {refer to figure 7). Change engine cif after
the first five hours of operation, and every twanty-five
hours thereafter.

€ Drain oil while engine is warm.

Remove oll drain plug Refer to figure 7 Tip the

AlIR CLEANER

The ait cleaner prevents damaging dint, dust, etc | from
entering the carburetor and being forced into the engine
and is important to engine life and performance

To Service Air Cleaner:

Clean cartridge at three month intervals or every 25
hours, whichever occurs first. See figure 15. Service
more often under dusty conditions

@ Carefully remove pre-cieanser and cartridge

@ Clsan cartridge by tapping gently on a fial surface
If very dirty, replace cartridge and pre-cleanar or
clean as follows:

You can help keep your engine in good operating con-
dition during storage by:

o Lubricating the piston/cylinder area by first remov-
ing the spark plug and squirting clean engine oll in-
to the spark plug hole Then cover the spark plug
hole with a rag to absorb oil spray Next, rotate the
engine by puliing the starter two or three times
Finally, reinstall spark plug and attach spark piug
wire.

Protect the chipper-shredder during storage by:
