L. GENERAL OPERATION

*  Read, undarstand, and follow all instructions in the manual
and on the machine before starting.

= Only allow responsible adults, who are familiar with the
instructions, to operate the machine.

= Clear the area of objects such as rocks, toys, wire, etc.,
which could be picked up and thrown by the blade,

+ Besuretheareais clear of other paople before mowing. Stop
machine if anyone enters the area.

«  Nevet carry passengers.

* Do notmow inreverse unlass absolutely necessary. Always
look down and behind before and while backing.

*  Be aware of the mower discharge direction and do not point
it at anyone. Do not operate the mower without either the
entire grass catcher or the guard in place.

¢ Slow down before turning.

= Neverleave a running machine unattended. Always turn off
blades, set parking brake, stop engine, and remove keys
hefore dismounting.

e Tum off blades when not mowing.

. Séop engine before removing grass catcher or unclogging
chute.

*  Mow only in daylight or good artificial light.

* Do not operate the machine while under the influence of
alcohol or drugs.

»  Watch for traffic when operating near or crossing roadways.

*  Use extra care when loading or unfoading the machine into
a trailer or truck,

Il. SLOPE OPERATION
Slopes are a major factor related to loss-of-control and tipover

accidents, which can result in severe injury or death. All slopes
require extra caution. If youcannot back up the slope orif you feel
unsasy on it, do not mow it

DO:
= Mow up and down slopes, not across.
*  Hemove obstacles such as rocks, tree lirmbs, ete.

+  Walch for holes, ruts, or bumps. Uneven terrain could
overturn the machine. Tall grass can hide obstacles.

* Useslowspeed. Choose alow gear so that you will not have
to stop or shilt while on the slops.

¢ Follow the manufacturer’s recommendations for whesl
weights or counterweights to improve stability.

¢ Use extra care with grass catchers or other attachments.
These can change the stability of the machine.

= Keep all movemsnt on the slopes slow and gradual Do not
make sudden changes in spaed or direction.

*  Avoid starting or stopping on a slope. Hf tires lose traction,
.- cfgsengage the blades and proceed slowly straight down the
slope.

DG NOT:

*  Dopottumonslopesunless necessary, andthen, turn slowly
and gradually downhill, if possible.

* o not mow near drop-offs, ditches, or embankments. The
mower could suddenly turn over if a whesl is over the edge
of a cliff or ditch, or if an edge caves in.

. Dg% not mow on wet grass. Reduced traction could cause
sliding.

¢ Donot tryto stabilize the machine by putting your foct on the
ground.

* Do not use grass catcher on steep slopes.
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CHILDREN

Tragic accidents can oceur if the operator is not alert to the
presence of children. Children are often attracted to the machine
and the mowing activity. Neverassume that children will remain
where you last saw thém.

Keep nuts and bolts, aspecially blade attachment bolts, tight
and keep equipment in good condition.

Never tamper with safety devices. Check their proper
operation ragularly.

Keep machine free of grass, leaves, or other debris build-up.
Clean oil or fuel spillage. Allow machine to cool before
storing.

Stop and inspect the equipment if you strike an object.
Repair, if necessary, before restarting.

Never make adjustments or repairs with the engine running.

Grass catcher components are subject to wear, darnage, and
deterioration, which could expose moving pars or allow
objects to be thrown. Frequently check componsnts and
replace with manufacturer's recommended parts, when nec-
assary.

Mower blades are sharp and can cut. Wrap the blada(s) or
wear gloves, and use extra caution when servicing them.

Check brake coperation froquently. Adiust and service as
raquired.

HOW TO SET UP YOUR TRACTOR
PREPARE BATTERY (See Fig. 2)

CAUTION: Wear sye and face shield.

Wash hands or clothing immediately if
accidentally in contactwith battery acid.

Do not smoke. Fumes from charged
battery acid are explosive.

Read the instructions included with the
battery ventcaps. Alwaysweargloves,
clothing and goggles to protect your
hands, skin and eyes.

Your unit has a battery charging system which is sufficient
for normal use. However, periodic charging of the battery
with an automotive charger will extend its life.

*  See instructions packed with vent caps in parts bag.

o Fill battery with acid. Fill each cell unti} it reaches the
hottom of the vent wells. Do not overfill.

*  Allow battery to stand and settle for at least thirt?r
minutes. After standing, check the level of acid.  f
below the vent wells, add more acid until the correct
level is reached.

While battery is standing (after adding acid) and later, while
battery is being charged, continue with assembly of unit.

IMPORTANT: TO MAXIMIZE THE LIFE OF YOUR
BATTERY, IT 1S NECESSARY THAT THE BATTERY BE
CHARGED BEFOHRE USE. FAILUBRE TO CHARGE
E{?}TE';TEHY CAN BESULT IN A SHORTENED BATTERY

¢ Charge battery at a rate of 6 amperes for 1 hour. Use
a 12 voit battery charger. Observe all safety precau-
tions required for battery charging.

* Check the acid level after the battery is charged. lf the
acid has fallen below the correct level, add distilled or
iron free water.

¢ Installthe vent caps to cover the vent wells. Wash the
top of the battery with water to remove any acid, then
wipe dry.

»  Check battery case for leakage to make sure that no
damage has occurred in handling.

» Dispose of excess battery acid. Neutralize acid for
disposal by adding it to four inches of water in a five
gallon plastic container, Stir with a wooden or plastic
paddle while adding baking soda unitil the addition of
more soda causes no more foaming.

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ASSEMBLY

INSTALL BATTERY (See Figs. 4 & 5)

nals. Before installing battery, remove
metal bracelets, wristwalch bands,
rings, etc.

Positive terminal must be connected
first to prevent sparking from acciden-
tal grounding.

Lift seat to raised position.

Be sure battery drain tube is attached to battery box.

Lower battery into battery box with battery terminals
toward front of unit.

First connect RED battery cable to positive (+) battery
terminal with hex bolt, flat washer, lock washerand hex
nut as shown. Tighten securely.

Gonnect BLACK grounding cable to negative (-) bat-
tery terminal with remaining hex bolt, flat washer, lock
washer and hex nut. Tighten securely.
