Dock terminal [ ]
Connects	the	iPhone	or	iPod	series.	When	the	iPhone	or	iPod	is	connected,	its	battery	will	be	charged.	When	the	iPhone	or	iPod	is	disconnected,	the	unit	will	be	in	
standby	mode.	The	iPhone	or	iPod	can	be	connected	(or	disconnected)	anytime.

 /  (Volume keys) [ ]
Adjusts	the	volume	level.

Status indicator (LED) [ ]
Indicates	the	current	status	of	the	unit.

LED status The current status of this unit

Off The	unit	is	in	standby	mode.	An	iPhone	or	iPod	is	not	connected,	or	has	stopped	playing.	(However,	lights	

up	for	30	seconds	after	connecting	or	stopping	playback.)

Flashes	green Connecting,	please	wait.
