» Do not attempt to repair, relocate, modify or reinstall the air conditioner by yourself. Incorrect work will cause electric
shocks, fire etc.
For repairs and reinstallation, consult your Daikin dealer for advice and information.

* Do not insert fingers, poles, or other objects into the moving parts of the top front panel or the bottom front panel.

reason any refrigerant happens to leak into the room, make sure it does not come in contact
with any flame as of gas heaters, kerosene heaters or gas range.

« If the air conditioner is not cooling (heating) properly, the refrigerant may be leaking, so call your dealer.
When carrying out repairs accompanying adding refrigerant, check the content of the repairs with our service staff.

» Do not attempt to install the air conditioner by your self. Incorrect work will result in water leakage, electric shocks or
fire. For installation, consult the dealer or a qualified technician.

* In order to avoid electric shock, fire or injury, if you detect any abnormally such as smell of fire, stop the operation and
turn off the breaker. And call your dealer for instructions.

A CAUTION

* The air conditioner must be earthed. Incomplete earthing may result in electric shocks. Do not connect the
earth line to a gas pipe, water pipe, lightning rod, or a telephone earth line.

* The refrigerant used in the air conditioner is safe. Although leaks should not occur, if for some 0

ments, food, plants, animals or works of art.
» Never expose little children, plants or animals directly to the air flow.

* Do not place appliances which produce open fire in places exposed to the air flow from the unit or under the
indoor unit. It may cause incomplete combustion or deformation of the unit due to the heat.

* In order to avoid any quality deterioration, do not use the unit for cooling precision instru- ®



» Do not block air inlets nor outlets. Impaired air flow may result in insufficient performance or trouble.
* Do not stand or sit on the outdoor unit. Do not place any object on the unit to avoid injury, do not remove the fan guard.

* Do not place anything under the indoor or outdoor unit that must be kept away from moisture. In certain conditions,
moisture in the air may condense and drip.

» After along use, check the unit stand and fittings for damage.

* Do not touch the air inlet and aluminum fins of outdoor unit. It may cause injury.

* The appliance is not intended for use by young children or infirm persons without supervision.
* Young children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

» Before cleaning, be sure to stop the operation, turn the breaker off or pull out the supply cord.

* Do not connect the air conditioner to a power supply different from the one as specified. It may cause trou-
ble or fire.

» Depending on the environment, an earth leakage breaker must be installed. Lack of an earth leakage breaker may
result in electric shocks.

* Arrange the drain hose to ensure smooth drainage. Incomplete draining may cause wetting of the building, furniture
etc.

* Do not place objects in direct proximity of the outdoor unit and do not let leaves and other debris accumulate around
the unit.
Leaves are a hotbed for small animals which can enter the unit. Once in the unit, such animals can cause malfunc-
tions, smoke or fire when making contact with electrical parts.

» To avoid oxygen deficiency, ventilate the room sufficiently if equipment with burner is used 0

* Do not operate the air conditioner with wet hands.

* Do not wash the indoor unit with excessive water, only use a slightly wet cloth.

» Do not place things such as vessels containing water or anything else on top of the unit. Water may pene- ﬁ':
trate into the unit and degrade electrical insulations, resulting in an electric shock. :

B To install the air conditioner in the following types of environments, consult the dealer.
* Places with an oily ambient or where steam or soot occurs.
 Salty environment such as coastal areas.
* Places where sulfide gas occurs such as hot springs.
* Places where snow may block the outdoor unit.
The drain from the outdoor unit must be discharged to a place of good drainage.

Consider nuisance to your neighbours from noises

B For installation, choose a place as described below.
* A place solid enough to bear the weight of the unit which does not amplify the operation noise or vibration.
¢ A place from where the air discharged from the outdoor unit or the operation noise will not annoy
your neighbours.

* Cover windows with a blind or a curtain.

Blocking sunlight and air from outdoors increases the cooling (heating) effect.

* Clogged air filters cause inefficient operation and waste energy. Clean them
once in about every two weeks.

* In AUTO operation, the system selects an appropriate operation mode (COOL or HEAT) based on the
room temperature at the start of the operation.
*» The system automatically reselects setting at a regular interval to bring the room temperature to user-
setting level.
* If you do not like AUTO operation, you can manually select the operation mode and setting
you like.

4. Attach the top front panel
* Place the revolving axes on either side of the top
front panel into the holes and slowly close.
(Press either side of the top front panel.)

/N\ CAUTION

Don’t touch the metal parts of the indoor unit. If you touch those parts, this may cause an injury.
When removing or attaching the top front panel, use a robust and stable stool and watch your steps carefully.
When removing or attaching the top front panel, support the top front panel securely with hand to prevent it from falling.
For cleaning, do not use hot water above 40 °C, benzine, gasoline, thinner, nor other volatile oils,
polishing compound, scrubbing brushes, nor other hand stuff.

* After cleaning, make sure that the top front panel is securely fixed.
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Filters

then secure it using the supporting plate on the right.

2. Pull out the air filters.
¢ Push a little upwards the tab at the center of .

The Titanium Apatite Photocatalytic Air-Purifying Filter can be renewed
by washing it with water once every 6 months. We recommend replacing it once every 3 years.
[ Maintenance ]
1. Remove dust with a vacuum cleaner and wash lightly with water.
2. Ifitis very dirty, soak it for 10 to 15 minutes in water mixed with a neutral cleaning agent.
3. Do not remove filter from frame when washing with water.
4. After washing, shake off remaining water and dry in the shade.
5. Since the material is made out of paper, do not wring out the filter when removing water from it.

[ Replacement]

1. Remove the tabs on the filter frame and replace with a new filter.
* Dispose of the old filter as flammable waste.
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Check

Check that the base, stand and other fittings of the outdoor unit are not decayed or corroded.

Check that nothing blocks the air inlets and the outlets of the indoor unit and the outdoor unit.

Check that the drain comes smoothly out of the drain hose during COOL or DRY operation.
¢ If no drain water is seen, water may be leaking from the indoor unit.

Stop operation and consult the service shop if this is the case.
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Before a long idle period

1. Operate the “FAN only” for several hours on a fine day to dry out the
inside.
* Press “MODE selector button” and select “FAN” operation.
* Press “ON/OFF button” and start operation.

2. After operation stops, turn off the breaker for the room air conditioner.
3. Clean the air filters and set them again.

4. Take out batteries from the remote controller.

NOTE

* Operation with dirty filters:
(1) cannot deodorize the air. (2) cannot clean the air.
(8) results in poor heating or cooling. (4) may cause odour.

Trouble Shooting

|These cases are not troubles. ‘

The following cases are not air conditioner troubles but have some reasons. You may just continue using it.

Case

Explanation

Operation does not start soon.

¢ When ON/OFF button was
pressed soon after
operation was stopped.

¢ When the mode was
reselected.

¢ This is to protect the air conditioner.
You should wait for about 3 minutes.

Hot air does not flow out soon
after the start of heating
operation.

* The air conditioner is warming up. You should wait for 1 to 4
minutes.
(The system is designed to start discharging air only after it
has reached a certain temperature.)

The heating operation stops
suddenly and a flowing sound
is heard.

* The system is taking away the frost on the outdoor unit.
You should wait for about 3 to 8 minutes.

The outdoor unit emits water or
steam.

B In HEAT mode
¢ The frost on the outdoor unit melts into water or steam
when the air conditioner is in defrost operation.
M In COOL or DRY mode
* Moisture in the air condenses into water on the cool
surface of outdoor unit piping and drips.

Mists come out of the indoor
unit.

M This happens when the air in the room is cooled into mist by
the cold air flow during cooling operation.

The indoor unit gives out odour.

B This happens when smells of the room, furniture, or
cigarettes are absorbed into the unit and discharged with the
air flow.

(If this happens, we recommend you to have the indoor unit
washed by a technician. Consult the service shop where you
bought the air conditioner.)

The outdoor fan rotates while
the air conditioner is not in
operation.

W After operation is stopped:
* The outdoor fan continues rotating for another 60
seconds for system protection.
B While the air conditioner is not in operation:
* When the outdoor temperature is very high, the out door
fan starts rotating for system protection.

The operation stopped
suddenly.
(OPERATION lamp is on)

B For system protection, the air conditioner may stop
operating on a sudden large voltage fluctuation.
It automatically resumes operation in about 3 minutes.
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Check again.

Please check again before calling a repair person.

Case

Check

The air conditioner does not
operate.
(OPERATION lamp is off)

Hasn't a breaker turned OFF or a fuse blown?
Isn’'t it a power failure?

Are batteries set in the remote controller?

Is the timer setting correct?

Cooling (Heating) effect is poor.

Are the air filters clean?

Is there anything to block the air inlet or the outlet of the
indoor and the outdoor units?

Is the temperature setting appropriate?
Are the windows and doors closed?
Are the air flow rate and the air direction set appropriately?

Is the unit set to the INTELLIGENT EYE mode?
(page 16.)

Operation stops suddenly.
(OPERATION lamp flashes.)

Are the air filters clean?

Is there anything to block the air inlet or the outlet of the
indoor and the outdoor units?

Clean the air filters or take all obstacles away and turn the
breaker OFF. Then turn it ON again and try operating the air
conditioner with the remote controller. If the lamp still flashes,
call the service shop where you bought the air conditioner.

An abnormal functioning
happens during operation.

The air conditioner may malfunction with lightning or radio
waves. Turn the breaker OFF, turn it ON again and try
operating the air conditioner with the remote controller.

The top front panel and bottom
front panel will not open.
(OPERATION lamp flashes.)

Is there something caught in the panel?

Remove the object and attempt operation again using the
remote control.

If the panel still does not open, contact your dealer if the
operation lamp is still flashing.
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Call the service shop immediately. ‘

B When an abnormality (such as a burning smell) occurs, stop operation and turn the breaker OFF.
Continued operation in an abnormal condition may result in troubles, electric shocks or fire.
Consult the service shop where you bought the air conditioner.

H Do not attempt to repair or modify the air conditioner by yourself.

Dismantling of the unit, treatment of the refrigerant, oil and eventual other parts, should be done in
accordance with the relevant local and national regulations.

|We recommend periodical maintenance

In certain operating conditions, the inside of the air conditioner may get foul after several seasons of

use, resulting in poor performance. It is recommended to have periodical maintenance by a specialist

aside from regular cleaning by the user. For specialist maintenance, contact the service shop where

you bought the air conditioner.
The maintenance cost must be born by the user.
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
