Please follow these steps to install the Yamaha YST-
M45D speaker device drivers in your Windows 98 system
using the included CD-ROM, and verify that Windows 98
recognizes the installed device drivers and that audio CD,
sound generated while using software, and system
sounds from the computer will be output via the USB port.

Installing the device drivers

Notes:

* Do not connect the PC using the USB cable
before installing the YST-M45D device drivers. If
you accidentally connect them, refer to "Re-
installing the Device Driver" on page 3.

» Before starting, check the "System Requirements”
section to see if your PC supports YST-M45D.

* Make sure that no other CD-ROM is loaded in the
CD-ROM drive and that you quit all application
programs.

» Have your Windows 98 CD-ROM ready when you
install the Yamaha YST-M45D speaker device
drivers.
