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BATTERY INSTALLATION
Your GXT900/950 Series radio operates with either 4 AA alkaline
batteries or an optional NiMH battery pack. The belt clip should be
removed (see below) to ease installation or removal of the batteries.
To install the batteries:

1. With the back of the radio facing you, remove the belt clip (see
diagram below) for easy access, then remove the Battery Cover
by pulling down the Battery Cover Latch and lifting up the Battery
Cover from the radio.

CHARGING THE OPTIONAL BATTERY PACK

Your GXT900/950 Series is equipped for using an optional

rechargeable NiIMH battery pack (included) which can be recharged

using a desktop charger (included). Initial charge time is 24 hours with

a charge time of 12 hours thereafter. For maximum battery life, we

recommend charging the battery pack when the low battery icon

comes on.

BATTERY LEVEL INDICATOR

MONITOR

Pressing and holding the MONITOR button for 1 second will let you
hear noise so you can adjust the volume level of the radio when not
receiving a signal. This should be used to check activity on your
current channel before transmitting.

Press and hold the MONITOR button for 1 second again to get out
of MONITOR mode.

SCAN

Your GXT900/950 Series can scan all 42 channels for activity. To
enter, quickly press the SCAN button. Repeat the same procedure to
exit. Your radio will rapidly scan each of the 42 channels and stop on
any active channel. Your radio will resume scanning after 4 seconds
when the channel is no longer active.

When you press the PTT button to transmit on an active channel, the
scanning function will stop and remain on the active channel for 10
seconds before resuming scan when PTT button is no longer pressed.

The first channel will be the
current channel setting and the second channel will be the selected
channel on the MENU.

To turn the DUAL WATCH on, press the MENU button until the “oF”
icon appears blinking on the left of the display, while the “dU” icon
appears on the left. Select the second channel by pressing the V/A
button. Press again the MENU and the WV/A button to choose the
Privacy Code (oF/dc/ct). Then press again the MENU and V/A button
to set the Privacy Code. Pls. note that the Privacy Code could be
set only on Ch1~22. To confirm, press the PTT button or press
MENU.

The RX and TX icon will appear at the same time to signify that the
DUAL WATCH function is on and the radio will start to scan both the
current channel/code-in-use and the selected channel/code and stop
on any active channel. Your radio will resume scanning after 4
seconds when the channel is no longer active.
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When you press the PTT button to transmit on an active channel, the
scanning function will stop and remain on the active channel for 10
seconds before resuming scan when PTT button is no longer pressed.
To resume scanning, quickly press the V/A button.

To turn the DUAL WATCH function off, press the SCAN button.
